[image: ]The Creation of Purim – Esther Ch. 9-10
The Jews all come together for safety so they could defeat their enemies that attacked them.  They succeed, and then to commemorate the event, they decided to make it a celebration called Purim – named after the Pur (Ch. 3:7) where Haman basically “cast lots” as a way of deciding which day the Jews would be exterminated.
