[image: ]The Plan For Redemption – Esther Ch. 7 and Ch. 8
So far, King Ahasuerus gets a new Queen – chooses Esther.  Haman promoted to 2nd in Kingdom.  Haman hates Mordecai and plots to kill all the Jews.  Mordecai goes to Esther, saying he needs her help to tell the King.  She asks the King and Haman to a banquet, then a second one.  In Ch. 6, after the first banquet, the King couldn’t sleep, has the royal records read to him and he discovers how Mordecai saved his life.  So he has Haman honor Mordecai in a very public way.  Ch. 7 starts with the 2nd banquet, Esther revealed that she was a Jew to the King, and she says Haman was the wicked enemy, and the King ends up hanging Haman on his own gallows that he had made for Mordecai!
