Matthew tells us there was a great earthquake and the stone to Jesus’ tomb was rolled away and He has risen!  The fact that Jesus defeated death and rose from the Dead, gives us confidence that we can have Victory Over Death also!  The good news of Easter – Resurrection Sunday – is that we don’t have to have a fear of death anymore.  Jesus died and rose again to offer us Eternal Life.
