1. 1 Corinthians Ch. 7 – all about marriage and singleness

i. Vs. 4 – “…..but whoremongers and adulterers God will judge.”
1. Matt. 19:5-6 – “And said, For this cause shall a man leave father and mother, and shall cleave to his wife: and they twain shall be one flesh?  Wherefore they are no more twain, but one flesh. What therefore God hath joined together, let not man put asunder.”

c. Marriage is a ______________________________________________________________
i. Eph. 5:23 – “For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the church: and he is the saviour of the body.”
1. Eph. 5:25 – “Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it;”
2. Eph. 5:29 – “For no man ever yet hated his own flesh; but nourisheth and cherisheth it, even as the Lord the church:”
3. Eph. 5:32 – “This is a great mystery: but I speak concerning Christ and the church.”

i. Vs. 7 – “Remember them which have the rule over you, who have spoken unto you the word of God: whose faith follow……”e
1. Vs. 17 – “Obey them that have the rule over you, and submit yourselves: for they watch for your souls, as they that must give account, that they may do it with joy, and not with grief: for that is unprofitable for you.”

c. Love __________________________________________________________________
i. Vs. 9 – “Be not carried about with divers and strange doctrines…….”
ii. 2 Timothy 3:16 – “All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:”
iii. Ephesians 4:14 – “That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive;”
