THE FIRST LESSON Acts 2:14a,22-32
This reading is typically from the Old Testament (Hebrew Scriptures) which Jesus knew and from which be often referred or quoted.

Peter, standing with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed the crowd, “Jesus of Nazareth, a man attested to you by
God with deeds of power, wonders, and signs that God did through him among you, as you yourselves know— this
man, handed over to you according to the definite plan and foreknowledge of God, you crucified and killed by the
hands of those outside the law. But God raised him up, having freed him from death, because it was impossible for
him to be held in its power. For David says concerning him, ‘I saw the Lord always before me, for he is at my right
hand so that I will not be shaken; therefore my heart was glad, and my tongue rejoiced; moreover my flesh will live in
hope. For you will not abandon my soul to Hades, or let your Holy One experience corruption. You have made
known to me the ways of life; you will make me full of gladness with your presence.” “Fellow Israelites, I may say to
you confidently of our ancestor David that he both died and was buried, and his tomb is with us to this day. Since he
was a prophet, he knew that God had sworn with an oath to him that he would put one of his descendants on his
throne. Foreseeing this, David spoke of the resurrection of the Messiah, saying, ‘He was not abandoned to Hades, nor

THE SECOND LESSON 1 Peter 1:3-9
This reading, taken from the New Testament, is typically from a letter (epistle) to the early Church, the Acts of the Apostles,
or the Revelation to John

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! By his great mercy he has given us a new birth into a living

hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, and into an inheritance that is imperishable, undefiled,
and unfading, kept in heaven for you, who are being protected by the power of God through faith for a salvation ready
to be revealed in the last time. In this you rejoice, even if now for a little while you have had to suffer various trials, so
that the genuineness of your faith—being more precious than gold that, though perishable, is tested by fire—may be
found to result in praise and glory and honor when Jesus Christ is revealed. Although you have not seen him, you love
him; and even though you do not see him now, you believe in him and rejoice with an indescribable and glorious joy,

for you are receiving the outcome of your faith, the salvation of your souls.

SEQUENCE HYMN We Walk by Faith No.209

The sequence hymn moves us toward the summit of the Liturgy of the Word—the reading of the Holy Gospel. Gospel
means “good news”—specifically the “good news of Jesus.”

THE GOSPEL LESsON John 20:19-31
This reading is taken from one of the four Gospels (Matthew, Mark, Luke, and Jobn), which depict the life, teachings,
death, resurrection, and ascension of our Lord Jesus Christ. We stand for the Gospel reading to show the particular

importance placed on Jesus’ words and actions.

Deacon The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.
People Glory to you, Lord Christ.

When it was evening on that day, the first day of the week, and the doors of the house where the disciples had met were
locked for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood among them and said, “Peace be with you.” After he said this, he
showed them his hands and his side. Then the disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord. Jesus said to them again,
“Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, so I send you.” When he had said this, he breathed on them and said to
them, “Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven them; if you retain the sins of any, they

are retained.” But Thomas (who was called the Twin), one of the twelve, was not with them when Jesus came. So the



other disciples told him, “We have seen the Lord.” But he said to them, “Unless I see the mark of the nails in his hands,
and put my finger in the mark of the nails and my hand in his side, I will not believe.” A week later his disciples were
again in the house, and Thomas was with them. Although the doors were shut, Jesus came and stood among them and
said, “Peace be with you.” Then he said to Thomas, “Put your finger here and see my hands. Reach out your hand and
put it in my side. Do not doubt but believe.” Thomas answered him, “My Lord and my God!” * Jesus said to him,
“Have you believed because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have come to believe.”
Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of his disciples, which are not written in this book. But these are
written so that you may come to believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and that through believing you may

have life in his name.

readings and relates them to daily life.

THE NICENE CREED

The word “creed” comes from the Latin “credo” for “I believe.” First formulated at the Council of Nicaea in 325 4D and
confirmed in 381 4D, the Nicene Creed is said at the Holy Eucharist and reflects what Christians believe regarding the
relationship between the Father, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit: The Holy Trinity.

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, God from God,
Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being with the Father. Through him
all things were made. For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven: by the power of the Holy
Spirit he became incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and was made man. For our sake he was crucified under
Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the third day he rose again in accordance with the
Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in

glory to judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son. With
the Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified. He has spoken through the Prophets. We believe in
one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look

for the ' resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen.

THE GREAT THANKSGIVING BCPp. 367
In the Great Thanksgiving, we do what Jesus himself asked us to do: thank God and recall all that God has done for us in
the life, death, and resurvection of Christ. The Great Thanksgiving, or Eucharistic Prayer, is a long prayer with four parts.
Each of these four parts corresponds to a different action of Jesus at the Last Supper, where be took, blessed, broke, and gave
bread and wine as sacraments of bis body and blood. We begin the Great Thanksgiving with the Sursum corda, meaning
“Lift up your hearts.”

formed us in your own image, giving the whole world into our care, so that, in obedience to you, our
Creator, we might rule and serve all your creatures. When our disobedience took us far from you, you
did not abandon us to the power of death. In your mercy you came to our help, so that in secking you
we might find you. Again and again you called us into covenant with you, and through the prophets

you taught us to hope for salvation.

Father, you loved the world so much that in the fullness of time you sent your only Son to be our
Savior.

When the hour had come for him to be glorified by you, his heavenly Father, having loved his own who
were in the world, he loved them to the end; at supper with them he took bread, and when he had
given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, "Take, eat: This is my Body, which
is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me."

After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said,
"Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for
the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me."

April Outreach - Helping Hands and Caring Hearts

This is a 501¢(3) organization started in Frederick in 2022 to address the various needs of people in difficulty in our county, and it
has expanded to provide SO many services. A food pantry, a free clothing store in Thurmont, a bus to take these opportunities
elsewhere, and then free meals for kids out of school in Thurmont and Emmitsburg. Jenifer has created arrangements with many
companies to receive very large donations of food, clothing, hygiene supplies. This model has been so successful that she is often
asked to give supplies to other agencies in town, such as FCC or Beyond Shelter. Recently she has

started a bi-weekly food pantry at our neighboring Asbury church. How can we at All Saints help? The

organization is not supported by any state or federal grants. To keep costs minimal, there are no
employees. It is run entirely by volunteers! Maintaining and running the bus, and rent for the facilities
are costly. And importantly, Jenifer stated that she is often approached for gift certificates for gas, which

people need to get to their jobs or interviews. So in this month of April we are asking you to support this

-

need by donating Gift cards for gas stations, suggested amount $25.00. (Certificates can be purchased at
Costco, Target, grocery store checkouts etc.) Of course money in any form is welcome, so you may also
use the QR code to give directly.
