We praise and glorify the Lord Jesus Christ as He comes to serve and
bless us through His Word and Sacraments. We follow the ancient liturgy
which draws from the Word of God to order and guide our worship. Its
biblical structure has been used in the Christian Church before any
denominations within Christianity existed. Our worship emphasizes order,
beauty, and reverence. We also celebrate the Holy Eucharist and receive
the body and blood of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ for the
forgiveness of sins. We are excited about what the Lord is doing at Saint
Paul’s, and it is our great joy to serve you!
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This is the Saving Gospel/The Good News:

God sent His Son Jesus Christ to take your sin upon Himself and Jesus
gave to you His perfect righteousness and holiness. In Christ, it is a fact,
and it is reality that your sins are forgiven, covered by His blood. And
because Christ defeated death, you too — as you trust in Him alone —
have eternal life. This is the Good News. It is so powerful because the
Holy Spirit works through it to create and sustain faith in our hearts to
hold to our Savior and Lord Jesus Christ. The Gospel costs Jesus
everything but costs us nothing. It is yours. It is God's GIFT to you. Hold
to it and know that you ARE (present tense) saved from sin, death, and
the power of the devil; that you are saved TO (present tense) the
forgiveness of sins, life, and salvation. If anyone is in Christ, he is a new
creation! That's the Christian, a forgiven sinner who lives for God and
loves their neighbor. "For God so loved the world, that he gave his only
Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish but have eternal
life." John 3:16)

The Lord’s Supper

The Holy Sacrament is celebrated at this congregation in the confession
and glad confidence that, as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not
only bread and wine but His very body and blood to eat and to drink for
the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our union with Him and with
one another. Our Lord invites to His table those who trust His words,
repent of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He
forgives and loves us, that they may show forth His death until He comes.
Because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily

Words of Evangelism: Ch. 8 - This is Personal

Welcome from your Evangelism Committee. Know brothers and sisters
in Christ that God's Word is personal because it applies to all. We make
it personal to others by declaring it to be for "you." God's wrath and
judgment applies to all and all people should justly be terrified of it. But,
the Gospelis the power of salvation for everyone who believes. (Rom
1:16) The Gospel, salvation through Jesus Christ, applies to all who will
receive it. We convey this message to others by declaring it to be for
them, by declaring it to be for "you."

St. Paul aptly shows us God's wrath applies to all. He writes, "For the
wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and
unrighteousness of men." All ungodliness and unrighteousness
accounts for all sins. Whether they be sins of thought, word, and deed or
sins willfully committed or sins committed in weakness, God's wrath is
against all of them, every single one. If we are foolish enough to think that
we are perfect and have no ungodliness and unrighteousness in us, Paul
tells us straight up, "None is righteous, no not one." (Rom 3:10) Lest this
not be enough, Paul continues, "For all have sinned and fall short of the
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glory of God." (Rom 3:23) All people have sinned. You have. | have. We all
fall short and justly deserve God's wrath.

But, there is hope for us in Jesus Christ our Savior. Just as God's wrath
applies to all, so too does his Gospel. For all who will receive it, for all
who will trustin it and cleave to it, God promises eternal life. Through
Christ's death and suffering, "we have been sanctified through the
offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all." (Heb 10:10) Our God
"has laid on him the iniquity of us all." (Is 53:6) All people, regardless of
race or ethnicity or gender, for all time in all places have had their sins
paid for by the once for all sacrifice of Jesus Christ. Jesus has taken your
sins upon himself so that you may live, so that | may live, and so that all
may live. Itis truly "the power of salvation" for all people, "for everyone
who believes." (Rom 1:16) God desires that all people hear this Word
and Gospel because he "desires all people to be saved and to come to
the knowledge of the truth." (1 Tim 2:4) Therefore us Christians should
carry the message of God's saving grace through Christ to all the corners
of the Earth.

But, what does it look like to declare the Gospel to be for you? Paul did it
and risked his life to do it. Even while imprisoned, Paul spoke the
Gospel. When ajailer asked how he might be saved, Paul told him,
“Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved, you and your
household.” (Acts 16:31) To the Romans, Paul said, “If you confess with
your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised
him from the dead, you will be saved.” (Rom 10:9) Paul declared to the
jailer and to the Romans that Jesus was for him and for them, butitis
also for your neighbors, all people in your life, and for “you.” When
sharing the Gospel with others, tell them it is for them. Tell them it is for

you.

Lord God Heavenly Father, we confess that we have sinned against you.
We confess that all of us have committed all sorts of ungodliness and
unrighteousness and deserve your wrath. But, for the sake of the once
for all sacrifice of Jesus Christ our Lord, please forgive us. Remember
your promise that all people who believe in your Son will be saved. We
know that you desire all people to be saved. So, inspire us, o Lord, to
declare the Law and Gospel to all people in all places. Putthe words into
our mouth, o Lord, so thatyour Gospel becomes personal. InJesus’
name, we ask it. Amen.
