Some of Mulberry’s pastors experienced dramatic 
conversions and subsequent calls to what was 

once known as the “Methodist itinerancy.” Below 
are excerpts from The Methodist Episcopal Church in 

Georgia, published 1935: 
Consider Ignatius Alphonso Few, our pastor in 

1829, 1830 and 1834.  One night in 1825 Methodist 
preacher Joseph Travis, who was spending the night 
in Few’s home, fell into  debate with the agnostic Few 
over the Reality of God and the supremacy of faith. 
Later during the night, Few was taken with an attack 
of bleeding of the lungs and sent for Travis. “I told 
you that I was not afraid to die,” he said, “But, oh, Sir, 
it is not so.” After Few recovered, the wise Methodist 
preacher, Travis, influenced Few to re-examine his 
stance. The result was a bright conversion.

Also consider John B. Payne, our pastor in 1844.  
Payne was the overseer of a plantation. He was an 
awful drunkard, but had a good Methodist wife.  One 
night in 1834, when attending a meeting with his 
wife, he united with the church while drunk. Next 
morning when he was sober his wife said to him, 
“James, do you know what you did last night?” “No, 
what did I do?” “You joined the society.”  “Did I? Well, 
God helping me I’ll stick to it.” And he did and soon 
afterwards became converted and made a useful 
pastor.
