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We can bring our desperation to the Lord. Don’t give up praying, God is 
sovereign and in control!

•	 This week’s discussion guide is a bit different. As a group, you’ll spend 
time reading the story and prayer of Hannah, then use her prayer as a 
guide for your own prayer together. 

•	 Read 1 Samuel 1 to understand the context of Hannah’s story. Discuss 
your observations and any questions that come up. 

•	 As a transition to prayer, read Hannah’s prayer in 1 Samuel 2:1-10. 
Knowing her story, what strikes you about how she prayers and what 
she declares about God?
