OUTLINE

Arrival/Attendance/ Directed Play 8:55-9:10

Welcome the children and mark them as present on the attendance sheet on
the clipboard by the door. Set up the activities and introduce the children to
the lesson through these activities. Encourage the kids to participate in both
activities as they play together. You may need to ask the kids to come to the
different areas so all of them have the opportunity to participate.

Order Numbers
* Find the set of laminated numbers in your bin. Place them on a table and
mix them up. Help the children work as a team to order the numbers from
1-10.
* SAY You all worked together so fast to put our numbers in order! In

today’s story, we are going to learn about a list of ten big rules, or laws,
that God gave to Moses.

Find a Friend

® Pass out the 10 commandments cards so each child has one. Be sure that
children with matching cards are not standing next to one another.
Encourage the children to find the friend who has the card that matches
their own. (Hint: one card will have the number and one card will have
the full commandment in each pair)
SAY You did a great job of finding the friend who completed your pair! In
our story today, we are going to learn about how God gave Moses the
law to share with the rest of the lsraelites, kind of like you shared a
matching number with a friend.

Clean Up and Gather for Story 9:10-9:15

Invite the children to begin cleaning up toys and putting away their activities
at 9:10. Then remind them to meet at the carpet for Bible story time. Remind
the children that we are going to do our best to be good listeners.
