Big Truth of this Series: God has commissioned the people of God,
the church, to be grounded in sound doctrine and to live in a godly manner

according to His truth.

Big Truth of Today’s Message: Loving and pursuing money instead
of godliness with contentment will ultimately lead to great harm and even
eternal destruction.

6 Now there is great gain in godliness with contentment,

7 for we brought nothing into the world, and we cannot take anything out
of the world. 8 But if we have food and clothing, with these we will be
content.
