Big Truth of Today’s Message: Sound doctrine is always intensely 
practical, yielding godly living in how we relate to leaders in the church.

Recognition of elders who are good and godly leaders. 5:17-18

Receiving a charge against and rebuking elders who persist in sin. 5:19-21 

Restraint in placing elders into leadership. 5:22-25

Augustine, Luther, Calvin, Gill, Edwards, Fuller, 
Spurgeon, and Lloyd-Jones were pastor-theologians. 
They were men who took the apostolic qualifications 
for elders seriously and, in fulfillment of their calling 
to shepherd God’s people, faithfully gave themselves

The biblical 
qualifications for elders are all characteristics of 
godliness and giftedness that must be proven over 
time. A man may instinctively know how to make a 
good first impression. He superficially appears to be 
keen-thinking, knowledgeable, mature, or supremely 
gifted as a teacher. But he could actually have serious 
character flaws that would disqualify him from 
eldership, and these sometimes become plainly 
evident only through long-term patterns of behavior. 
It is vital therefore that church leaders ‘first be 
proved; then let them use the office’ (I Tim. 3:10.)”
