Big Truth of this Series: God is working to glorify Himself by sending

a deliverer to rebuild our broken walls and call us to worship and obedience
in the face of opposition.

Big Truth of Today’s Message: The people of God were profaning the
Sabbath day by working when they should have been resting. Believers today
observe the Sabbath by ceasing to labor for our own righteousness, trusting
instead that Christ’s finished work is sufficient as our righteousness.
