






Symbology: The use of symbols to 
express ideas, concepts, or 
information.
Ex. Symbolic Illustrations & analogies are 
the result of man’s study.
Typology: A person or thing in the Old 
Testament that foreshadows a person 
or thing in the New Testament
Ex. Typology is determined by Scripture.

Some Typology In Scripture
The Tabernacle - Hebrews 9:8-9 
“The first tabernacle . . . which was a figure 
for the present time.”
The Sacrificial System - Hebrews 9:19-26 
“…The patterns of things in the heavens..” 
& “…Copies of the true things…”
The Passover - 1 Corinthians 5:7 
“Christ our Passover Lamb is sacrificed 
for us.”



Baptism as Typology
“Because they formerly did not obey, when God 's 
patience waited in the days of Noah, while the ark 
was being prepared, in which a few, that is, eight 

persons, were brought safely through water. 
Baptism, which corresponds to this, now saves 

you, not as a removal of dirt from the body but as 
an appeal to God for a good conscience, through 
the resurrection of Jesus Christ.” - 1 Peter 3:20-21

Baptizō - to immerse, to submerge, to 
cleanse by dipping or submerging, to wash 
oneself - to overwhelm.
