Cruz would then go
on to become a powerful global
evangelist. His transformation
story is told in the book “The
Cross and The Switchblade.”

Special Counsel to President
Nixon who went to jail for
involvement in Watergate

scandal. In prison he gave his

life to Christ. When released
from prison he wrote Christian
books and started the
ministry Prison Fellowship to
share Jesus with prisoners
and their families.
