Ephesians 6:1-9
v.1-3  Children, obey your parents in the Lord, for this is 

right. “Honor your father and mother” which is the first 

commandment with a promise “so that it may go well 

with you and that you may enjoy long life on the earth.”

v. 4  Fathers, do not exasperate your children; instead, 

bring them up in the training and instruction of the Lord.

v. 5  Obey your earthly masters with respect and fear…

v. 9  Masters (Employers), treat your slaves (employees) 

in the same way (with respect)…



Ephesians 6:10-17
v.10-12 Be strong in the Lord and in his mighty power.
Put on the full armor of God, so that you can take your stand 
against the devil’s schemes. For our struggle is not against 
flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the 
authorities, against the powers of this dark world and 
against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms.
