glorious grace, which he has freely given us in the One 
he loves.”  verses 4-6

wisdom and understanding, he made known to us the 
mystery of his will according to his good pleasure, 
which he purposed in Christ, to be put into effect 

when times reach their fulfillment, to bring unity to all 
things in heaven and on earth under Christ.”

you, the riches of his glorious inheritance in his holy people,

That power is the same as the mighty strength he exerted 
when he raised Christ from the dead and seated him at his 

right hand in the heavenly realms…”   Verses 16-20
