The example of our Lord Jesus Christ is set before us. We must resemble
him in his life, if we would have the benefit of his death.

Christ not only took upon him
the likeness and fashion, or form of a man, but of one in a low state; not
appearing in splendour. His whole life was a life of poverty and suffering.
But the lowest step was his dying the death of the cross, the death of a
malefactor and a slave; exposed to public hatred and scorn.
