Application (Take Home Truths) 

The rich young ruler had done all the right things: he had come to the right 
person, Jesus, with the right question on his mind.  But Jesus, in an act of 
love (v21), exposed and showed him what he lacked. The man’s “god” was 
not the Lord but rather it was money, wealth, and possessions. He rejected 
Christ because he is unwilling to give these things up, as Christ asked him 
to. 

Your “god” is whatever you are unwilling to give up for God. The right 
action for you today is to come to Jesus, stop fighting, and believe with 
childlike trust and dependence. Don’t let whatever you’re harboring in your 
heart (your “god”) keep you from Jesus.
