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SERMON OUTLINE
God Is Faithful Even in the Wilderness (2:1-23)

+ The wilderness was discipline, not abandonment
« God sovereignly governed Israel’s wandering

* God was faithful even in seasons of delay

« God rules not only Israel, but the nations

« God gave Sihon and Og into Israel’s hand
* The conquest was judicial, not random violence
* God delayed judgment on the Amorites for 400 years
* The victories became a template for trusting God

* Moses pleaded to enter the land

* God said no, yet remained faithful

+ Joshua would lead the people forward

* Moses points beyond himself to Christ
