1 Peter 5:5-11

I. We Are to be _____________ to Our Elders:  
a. elders = church leaders, under-shepherds (cf. 1 Peter 5:1-3; Acts 20:17-18, 28; Titus 1:5-7; 1 Timothy 3:1-7; 5:17)
i. presbyteros (πρεσβύτερος) = elder
ii. poimainō (ποιμαίνω) = shepherd
iii. episkopos (ἐπίσκοπος) = overseer

b. be subject to your elders = submit to your church leaders


II. We Are to Have _______________ Toward One Another: 
a. clothe = egkomboomai (ἐγκομβόομαι) = “to dress oneself, with the implication of clothing which is tied on” (cf. John 13:4-5)

b. God is opposed to the proud, but gives grace to the humble (cf. Prov. 3:34; cf. Gen. 3:6; Isa. 14:12–15; 2 Sam. 24:1; 1 Chron. 21:1; Matt. 23:12; 26:33) 


III. We Are to ________________ Ourselves to God: 
a. mighty hand of God = Old Testament imagery of God’s sovereignty and power (cf. Exod. 3:19; 32:11; Deut. 4:34; 5:15; 6:21; 7:8, 19; 9:26; 11:2; 26:8; Dan. 9:15)

b. because He cares for you and God is sovereign, you can have peace and cast all your anxiety on Him (Phil. 4:6-7; cf. Rom. 8:28; Matt. 11:28-30)


IV. We Are to _______________ Our Enemy: 
a. Satan is referred to 3 ways:
i. Your adversary = antidikos (ἀντίδικος) = “one who is actively and continuously hostile toward someone—‘adversary, enemy.’”
ii. the devil = Diabolos (διάβολος) = “the Devil, i.e., Satan (Mt 4:1; Lk 4:5); 2. demon (Jn 6:70); 3. slanderer (1Ti 3:11); 4. wicked person, who has the character of a devil (Jn 6:70; Ac 13:10)”

iii. a roaring lion = leōn ōruomai (λέων ὠρύομαι) = lion roaring

b. Peter gives 4 responses to Satan & his minions:
i. be of sober spirit = nēphō (νήφω) = “be sober-minded, clear-headed, not drunk, be restrained, be self-controlled” (1 Thess. 5:6, 8; 2 Tim. 4:5; 1 Peter 1:13; 4:7; 5:8; Matt. 6:28)

ii. be on the alert = grēgoreō (γρηγορέω) = “to be alert, to be watchful, to be vigilant”

iii. resist him = anthistēmi (ἀνθίστημι) = “resist, oppose, rebel, set one’s self against” (Matt. 5:39; Luke 21:15; Acts 6:10; 13:8; Rom. 9:19; 13:2; Eph. 6:10-17; 2 Tim. 3:8; 4:15; James 4:7; 1 Peter 5:9)

iv. firm in our faith = “3…the faith which was once for all handed down to the saints.” (Jude 3; cf. Gal. 1:23; Eph. 4:5, 13-14; Phil. 1:27; 1 Tim. 4:1)

a. Our Suffering is ______________________ (cf. Matt. 5:10-12; 2 Tim. 3:12)

b. Our Suffering is ______________________ (1 Peter 1:6-7)
