Main Point: Stand against Satan in the strength of the Lord. 
 

We bless thee that the issue of the battle between ourselves and Satan has never been 
uncertain and will end in victory.  Calvary broke the dragon’s head, and we contend with 
a vanquished foe, who with all his subtlety and strength, has already been overcome.  
When we feel the serpent at our heels, may we remember Him whose heel was bruised, 
but who, when bruised, broke the devil’s head. (From “The Valley of Vision”)
