SCHOOL SUPPLY & SET-UP DAY
Monday, August 18th (8:00 AM - 5:30 PM)
Beginning Friday, August 8th, families can
access the Sign-Up Genius and choose a
time slot to deliver school supplies, pick up

textbooks, and set up lockers on Monday,
August 18th. Teachers will be available to
meet students and families from 8:30 AM - 2:00 PM in
the classroom on this day.

If you are unable to attend this day, your textbooks will
be placed in your locker for you, and school supplies
should be brought on the first day of school.

Please note: Cornerstone relies on families to bring ALL
supplies listed on the supply list. We carefully count and
consider the needs we will have throughout the school
year.

CURRICULUM NIGHT (KINDERGARTEN-12TH)

Our annual Curriculum Night for parents only will be held
Tuesday, August 26th. Parents of students in grades K-5
should plan to attend from 6:00 - 6:25 PM or 6:30 -

6:55 PM. Go directly to your child’s classroom at the start
of one of these times to meet with your child’s teacher
and hear about the year ahead. Parents of students in
grades 6 - 12 should plan to come at 6:30 PM. Upper
school parents will be given a copy of their student’s
schedule and will participate in an abbreviated version of
their day. With 10-minute periods, the “mini day” will
end around 8:00 PM.

HS STUDENT PARKING

High school students who drive personal vehicles to
school must register vehicle information with the school
office and obtain a parking permit. There will be no
charge for the first parking permit tag. If additional tags
are needed (first tag is misplaced, family requests a sec-
ond tag for a second vehicle, car is parked in the lot with-
out being registered), a $15 charge will be applied to the
student’s FACTS invoice. It is the responsibility of the stu-
dent driver to ensure that current vehicle information is
on file with the school office and that the parking permit
tag is properly displayed in the vehicle to which it is as-
signed. Student drivers will confirm car information at
Supply Drop Off Day and receive their parking tag at that
time.

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Before School Care begins each day at 7:15 AM. All Early
Education through 5t grade students arriving between
7:15 and 8:00 AM must report to the designated locations
and be signed in by a parent or guardian upon arrival.
Junior high students (6th - 8th grade) must go directly to
the Upper Tiered Seating Area (UTSA) after they gather
necessary items from their lockers. Upper School stu-
dents are not invoiced for BSC. Students will not be al-
lowed to wait in the airlock before school begins.

At 3:30 PM, all Early Ed-8" grade students who have not
been picked up will be checked into After School Care.
Parents/caregivers arriving to pick up students from After
School Care must meet their children in the assigned ASC
rooms and sign them out, recording the time of depar-
ture. Whenever circumstances require someone other
than the child’s custodial parents to pick him/her up from
school or ASC, parents must inform school staff of such ar-
rangements in advance, and photo identification of the
approved caretaker may be requested. After School Care
is available until 5:30 PM. See the Parent-Student Hand-
book on our website under Quicklinks for details about
charges and billing.
