be signed in by a parent or guardian upon arrival. Junior
high students (6th - 8th grade) must go directly to the Up-
per Tiered Seating Area (UTSA) after they gather necessary
items from their lockers. Upper School students are not in-
voiced for BSC. Students will not be allowed to wait in the
airlock before school begins.

At 3:30 PM, all Early Ed-8t grade students who have not
been picked up will be checked into After School Care. Par-
ents/caregivers arriving to pick up students from After
School Care must meet their children in the assigned ASC
rooms and sign them out, recording the time of departure.
Whenever circumstances require someone other than the
child’s custodial parents to pick him/her up from school or
ASC, parents must inform school staff of such arrangements
in advance, and photo identification of the approved care-
taker may be requested. After School Care is available until
5:30 PM. Please note that there is a $1/minute late charge
if your child(ren) are not picked up by 5:30 PM. See the
Parent-Student Handbook on our website under Quicklinks
for details about charges and billing.
