
 
 
 

WMC Annual Conference Grant 
 

Deadline: December 1 
 

The Wisconsin Mathematics Education Foundation (WMEF) strives to encourage creativity in the 
classroom, enhance instructional methods, and promote the effective teaching of mathematics at all 
levels to improve student interest and mathematics achievement. 

WMEF awards grants of up to $500 each, up to 10 grants per conference/year, to encourage and 
support an individual or teams of mathematics educators to attend the WMC Annual Conference. A 
district is limited to two awards valued at no more than $1000 combined. Preference will be given to 
districts that have not received an award before.  

This grant is designed to promote professional learning opportunities for K-12 educators that result in 
sharing within their local school districts to further enhance mathematics teaching and learning in 
Wisconsin. This conference offers over 100 grade-band sessions; nationally recognized keynote 
speakers; opportunities for networking and discussions with exhibitors; and more. WMEF believes in 
cultivating a community of educators with a wide range of experiences, diverse backgrounds and 
perspectives to enhance the practice of all educators and create inclusive opportunities for all. 

The applicant’s focus at the conference should center on the enhancement of instructional methods, 
promotion of the effective teaching of mathematics at all levels (PK-12), and the improvement of 
student interest and scholastic achievement in mathematics. 

Applications are due by December 1st for attendance at the conference the following May. The 
selection committee generally meets within two weeks following the application deadline and 
applicants will receive notification of the acceptance or rejection of their proposal by January 1. 
Please submit the completed application materials as pdf attachments to wmef@wismath.org. 
 
Interested teachers, grade level groups and districts are invited to submit a proposal that must 
include: 

1.​ WMEF Grant Cover Sheet 
2.​ WMEF Budget Form 

a.​ Include an itemized budget listing funds requested from WMEF.   
b.​ Identify other sources of funds that have been considered or that will pay for a portion of 

the project/resource not covered by the grant. 
3.​ The Grant Proposal, including: 

a.​ A description of the learning focus and/or learning need(s) that will be addressed based 
on the 8 Effective Math Teaching Practices, the 5 Shifts of WI Standards, or the 8 
Standards of Math Practice.  Please describe your considerations for how this 
experience will increase your capacity for teaching mathematics and, in turn, impact all 
student learning.  

b.​ A description of how this learning will be shared with other educators in your school or 
district. For example, a presentation at a faculty meeting, an agenda item for PLC or 
department meeting, or a building or district professional learning day. Be sure to 
include details for how the conference attendee(s) will share their learning with 
colleagues. 
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4.​ District Administrator’s Letter of Support  
a.​ The letter must be signed on school district stationery and indicate strong support for 

attendance at the conference. Any local financial assistance should be mentioned. 
b.​ Describe how this learning experience will impact your staff and students, including how 

the administration will support this 
c.​ Describe the opportunity for the participant(s) to share their learning 

 
 

Sharing Your Ideas/Experience and Reimbursement 
 
In order to receive reimbursement, grant awardees will be required to submit the following information 
in their Grant Report along with the WMEF Grant Reimbursement Request Form and a copy of the 
original Budget Request Form: 
 
 

1.​ A brief report of the activities engaged in at the conference and how they were shared with 
other educators in the local school or district. Please include a copy of or a link to any slide 
deck presentations or detailed agenda items with expected learning outcomes. 
 

2.​ An itemized report of expenses with copies of receipts. NOTE: Variation from the items in 
the budget request must be approved by WMEF prior to expenditure and subsequent 
reimbursement. 

 
 
 
 
In order to benefit the mathematics education community in Wisconsin, the WMEF Committee 
encourages grant awardees to do one or more of the following after submitting their Grant Report and 
Reimbursement Form: 

●​ Submit an article to the WMEF to be linked on our website or shared via e-blasts. 
●​ Submit a presentation proposal for the Wisconsin Mathematics Council Annual Conference 

concerning the project and its results. 
●​ Provide a workshop or professional development related to the project to other teachers in or 

outside of the school district. 
●​ Provide social media posts that can be shared on WMC’s accounts. 

 
 
Reimbursement 
Reimbursement of expenses will be paid in a timely fashion upon the WMEF receiving the final report 
requirements listed above and itemized report of expenses with receipts consistent with the original 
budget request. (See the Budget Reimbursement Form on the grant website.)   Expenses will be paid 
to the primary grant applicant or to a designated recipient.  Variation from the items in the budget 
request must be approved prior to expenditure and subsequent reimbursement.  
 
 
Regarding the awarding of grants, the decision of the Wisconsin Mathematics Education Foundation Committee 
is final.  The Wisconsin Mathematics Education Foundation is a committee of the Wisconsin Mathematics Council, Inc.
