Introduction:

A. A theologian from the Church of England, Martin Thornton taught that the remnant wasn’t the church that met on Sunday’s but the people with extraordinary devotion and spiritual gifts that were in that parish church. 
B. The Seventh-day Adventist Church has put a lot of emphasis on the remnant theme, based on Revelation 12:17. (Wikipedia)
I. The Remnant of Revelation
A. What is the Seal?
· Ezekiel 9:3-4; The Hebrew concept of the seal, or the mark, was one which was spiritual. It was an identification of the remnant of Jerusalem whose hearts aligned with God.
· Revelation 14:1, 8-10 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The Mark on Cain. 
B. Who is the Remnant? Revelation 14:3-4, "and they were singing a new song before the throne and before the four living creatures and before the elders. No one could learn that song except the 144,000 who had been redeemed from the earth. 4It is these who have not defiled themselves with women, for they are chaste. It is these who follow the Lamb wherever he goes. These have been redeemed from mankind as FIRSTFRUITS for God and the Lamb..."
· There can only be one time period in which they could be first-fruits. The first generation. 
· James 1:18, “Of His own will He brought us forth by the word of truth, that we might be a kind of firstfruits of His creatures.”
· Romans 9:27, Isaiah also cries out concerning Israel: “Though the number of the children of Israel be as the sand of the sea, The remnant will be saved.
· Romans 11:5, Even so then, at this present time there is a remnant according to the election of grace.
II. Jesus and The Second Exodus
A. Who is This Babylon by Don Preston:. Just like in the first exodus:
· There is a great multitude coming with them of Gentiles OUT OF EGYPT as we will see in the next verses. Paul in Galatians called Old Covenant Israel, Egypt. (Ex. 4:31,LXX; Rev. 7:14)
· They wash their garments (Ex 19:10; Rev. 7:14)
· They are sprinkled by the blood (Ex 24:8/7:14) in preparation for God to tabernacle among them.
· God’s dwelling with them provides food, water, protection, and comfort (Lev 23:40; Rev. 7:9f).
· I would add that in the Exodus, there were plagues and judgment FOR Israel, and now there are plagues and judgment against apostate Israel.
