Littie Real Valne to ke Derived from
Univeraity Courses.

There I3 u strange and persistent
m1iumlursmndlnv of journalism ot
wost of gur colleges, A fow of thew
offer courses that look toward uews
paper work, but as n rule they are
shocked at mn proposal to train men
especlally for It, for nemlemlc li.!c (low
nat ler the p
Gonsider the case of Yale Unlversily
for example. It bas 2 fund for o lec-
ture or two on Journalism, and the
last lecturer that It invited wuas Mr.
Frank Munsey, the owner of the mag-
nzloe that bears his pame.  Colleges
that lhave professors of veterinary
mediclne and of dentistry and of me-
chanfeal englocering and of agricul-
ture take offense at the suggestion of
a professor of jouraalism.

Yet it Is surely true that they might
offer such professional post-gradunte
courses purallel to {helr courses n Inw
nnd I wediene, and so conduet themn
that the men they train should be abio
to construct with some skilll a slmple
piece of writing. Most men who now
go from college Into perlodical wrlting
go at a disadvantage, for they think
that they ean write becavse they lhsve
done academle “thewes” and taken
courses in literatuve; nnd they are §
pitient of the long apprenticeghip that
they must serve, Many such & wnn
never, leawins that writlng Is an art.
They get rough-und-tumble work for
time on dally papers or they “review”
books and then frunkly accept tiu
of hacks, become sell-cousclo
generate Into martyes, complain dhnt
there Is no chanee for “lHternture,” and
haunt magoazine offfces with hmproe-
tlealle propositions—all  Leenuse (I
most cases} they were not tnught in
the beginning that the writing of con-
temporary literature 1s an art nnd be-
enuse they undertook It without trin-
iug. !

Our’ colleges and universitles, espe-
clally thelr departments of literature,
have some grave sins to answer for,
because they do uot even frankly tell
young men that writlng s o diflicalt
trade (to sny nothing of the nrt of Ity
and beenuse they do net adequutely
wain them for 1. They let them go
with & radieally false potion of the
whole subjeet.

A generntlon of really well-trained
wrlters on contempornneous snbjocts
wotild be the best practical Investinent
