Drop Forseen In
57 Farm Income

Agricultural Departmens fig-
ures indivate Ohio farmers pro-
bably will make a little law
money this year than they did
in 1956. The main reasou is a
drep in the ssle of their two
principal orops—wheat and corn.
So the decline in incame—
there was a  20-million-dollar
drog in crop receipts for the first
seven months of 1957 compaved
with the like period last year—
;r_l attributed to falling produe-
ion.

Generally speaking, Ohio farm-
ers have planted about the same
aoreage of wheat for the last
three years——around 134 million

acres.

But the big difference is not in
what was planted, but in whas
was harvesied. In other words,
the yield has been dropping.
By way of illustratior, the
average yield of wheat in Ohio
was an excellent 29 bushels an
acre in 1655, The next year, the
figure dropped to 26 bushels.
This year it went to 2244 bushels.
The explanation, an old one to
farmers, lies in the weather. As
one department statistician put

it:
