2921 4-H CLUB EXHIBIT. Registrations for Club Exhibits are due by July 25th to the 4-H office.
1. Open to organized clubs having five (5) or more members enrolled.
2. Limited to one exhibit per club.
3. Exhibit may depict or represent any club project, community service, 4-H camp, recreation, citizenship or leadership.
4. Include names of 4-H members and where people can get information about 4-H.
5. The exhibit booth measures 4'x4'.
6. Two types of exhibit boards are available from the Extension office for club use:
a) Plywood with hinged back and sides; or
b) Double walled corrugated presentation boards
The highest scoring club exhibit may represent Delaware County at the New State Fair. Exhibits are judged on the following criteria:
EFFECTIVE MESSAGE (caption or title sign)
Short, catchy, appropriate, well worded to cover subject and suggest appropriate action.
