Dutchess 4-H Record Book Evaluation Checklist:
1. Record books are hole punched and bound into a folder or binder of appropriate size. 
2. 4-H member’s first and last name and all club names are clearly labeled or printed on the front of the folder or binder.
3. Record books hold all the member’s books including the Personal Development pages and all animal species and general interest project pages. 
4. Record book contains the following documents:
a. Cover Page
b. Table of Contents
i. If Record book was evaluated at County or State level; evaluation sheets must follow Table of Contents
c. Section Dividers
5. Pages must be numbered.
