Welcome to the 2026 Horse Show Season! Included in this packet is all the information you need to register you and your horse for the Wayne County 4-H Horse Shows.
*2026 State Fair Qualifying- The Wayne County 4-H youth horse participants will be earn points during the scheduled shows in June and July. The points from these shows will be used to determine 2026 NY State Fair participation. The show dates for 2026 are:

ALL youth planning to compete at the Pointed shows and at County Fair must be enrolled in 4-H. No enrollments will be taken at registration or at shows. – NO EXCEPTIONS!

If you are not a Wayne County 4-H member, rider MUST have their county educator contact the Wayne County 4-H office to verify current 4-H membership in their county.
4-H Horse Shows are conducted by 4-H volunteers and parents for the benefit of 4-H and Cloverbud members enrolled in the 4-H Horse Program. Without your help, and that of the other volunteers and parents, the shows will not happen.

All 4-H Horse Exhibitors in New York State are required to have a satisfactory Riding Level Evaluation on file at the County 4-H Office to ride at a County, Regional or State sponsored 4-H Event. The riding levels do not necessarily correspond to show class levels. Please read the Riding Level Evaluation form carefully to determine the appropriate riding level for the classes you plan to enter. If you wish to change levels from last year, a new evaulation is needed.

[bookmark: ALL_paperwork_MUST_be_turned_into_the_CC]ALL paperwork MUST be turned into the CCE office no later than May 31st or you will NOT be allowed to participate in any show; including County Fair. ONLY enrolled Wayne County 4-H youth may show in the Wayne County Fair Horse shows. NO EXCEPTIONS!

Each rider needs to have a Horse Show Entry Form, a 4-H Horse Certificate for each horse, and a Risk Form/Permission & Medical Release Form. All of your paperwork needs to be with you when you come to register. In the event you do not have all the proper forms, they will be available at registration.

You will need to bring readable copies of your negative Coggins report and your certificate of rabies vaccination to attach to your registration and be kept on file by the office (originals must be available for fairs). Please make arrangements now for your Coggins test and rabies vaccination. If your vet does not regularly give rabies certificates please explain that you MUST have one in order to show. Please make sure that the horse’s name is the same on your Coggins, rabies, and registration papers. If you use a call/barn name, please use that for everything. If you use a registered name, please use that for everything. All paperwork must show the same name for the animal. This is a New York State requirement that is audited.
   
All 4-H Horse Exhibitors in New York State are required to have a completed riding level evaluation form on file at their County 4-H Office to ride in a County, Regional, or State sponsored 4-H Event. A new evaluation is needed to advance to a higher riding level than you rode in the previous 4-H year. Riding Level Evaluation forms are available from the 4-H Office or the NYS 4-H Web Site at https://cals.cornell.edu/nys-4-h-animal-science-programs/livestock/horses. This is also required to ride in the Wayne County Fair.

Every rider is required to have a parent/family member volunteer at each show they are participating in. It is a requirement of the Wayne County 4-H Horse Program that in order for your youth to participate in a show that a parent or other family member volunteer as needed or requested at each show or event their youth is participating in. If the family does not volunteer as required their youth will NOT be eligible for year end horse awards. There will be a sign up prior to the event/show and the day of the show.
There are many riders to register so we depend on your help with registration by coming prepared with all the necessary forms. It will save volunteer time, will allow us to have the paperwork ready for the first show in June so we can start on time, and will assure that everyone will be able to ride.

We look forward to a great show season and, with the help and cooperation of all the riders and parents, we can enjoy all of our shows!
