WEAK (Generally) - con’t

2 Corinthians 13:3, 4, 9

3“Since you are demanding proof that Christ is
speaking through me. He is not weak in dealing
with you, but is powerful among you. sFor to be
sure, he was crucified in weakness, yet he lives
by God's power. Likewise, we are weak in him,
yet by God's power we will live with him to serve
you.”

9”We are glad whenever we are weak but you are
strong; and our prayer is for your perfection.”

“In everything | did, | showed you that by this kind of
hard work we must help the weak, remembering
the words the Lord Jesus himself said: ‘It is more
blessed to give than to receive.'"

Just as you used to offer the
parts of your body in slavery to impurity and to
ever-increasing wickedness, so now offer them in
slavery to righteousness leading to holiness.

3. 1 Corinthians 8:9-12

9”Be careful, however, that the exercise of your
freedom does not become a stumbling block to the
weak. 10For if anyone with a weak conscience sees
you who have this knowledge eating in an idol's
temple, won't he be emboldened to eat what has
been sacrificed to idols? 11So this weak brother,
for whom Christ died, is destroyed by your
knowledge. 12When you sin against your brothers
in this way and wound their weak conscience, you
sin against Christ.”
