e Leprosy was often a life sentence, as the disease had no known cure.

e Leviticus 13:45-46 - 45 “As for the person who has the leprous infection, his clothes
shall be torn and the hair of his head shall be uncovered, and he shall cover his
mustache and call out, ‘Unclean! Unclean!” 46 He shall remain unclean all the days
during which he has the infection; he is unclean. He shall live alone; he shall live
outside the camp.

® Leviticus 5:3 “If he touches human uncleanness... he shall be guilty.”

® Leprosy separated you from your people and your God
® |t was often seen as judgment for sin (John 9:2, Numbers 12:10, 2 Kings 5, 2 Chronicles

26:19-21)

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The Paralytic - Paralysis

e No greater illustration of complete helplessness, without constant help death is
assured.

e [t did not carry the same stigma of leprosy, or cut him off from either his culture or

religion.

e [t hid a far more subtle and deadly injury: sin
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The Paralytic - Active Faith

e (v 18)they were trying to bring him in and to set him down in front of Him.
® The persevered past frustration and obstacles (v 18)
e They did not let their emotions of frustration overthrow their faith that Jesus could
heal their friend.
e They took radical, dramatic action (v19)
® Jesus “saw” their faith (v20)
® Both the friends and the paralytic man are included in the attribution of faith
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It is not reason that is taking away my faith: on the
contrary, my faith is based on reason. It is my
imagination and emotions. The battle is between faith
and reason on one side and emotion and imagination
on the other.

When you think of it you will see lots of instances of
this. A man knows, on perfectly good evidence, that a
pretty girl of his acquaintance is a liar and cannot keep
a secret and ought not to be trusted; but when he
finds himself with her his mind loses its faith in that bit
of knowledge and he starts thinking, “Perhaps she’ll be
different this time,” and once more makes a fool of
himself and tells her something he ought not to have
told her. His senses and emotions have destroyed his
faith in what he really knows to be true.

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The Paralytic - Forgiveness and Healing

® Jesus forgives him (v 20)
® Jesus deals with the deepest issue first.
® Jesus uses the moment to reach out to many more than just the paralytic
® Jesus is doing something bigger than just healing the man
® He is using the opportunity to prove his divine authority (v24)
® He is using the opportunity to glorify God more than just an immediate healing (v26)
® Only then does the man receive healing (v24)
e He leaves obeying Jesus and glorifying God (v 25)
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The Tax Collector - The Hidden lliness

o At first glance, Levi (Matthew) has nothing wrong with him
e He's rich
e He has “friends” (v 29)
e He isn'till or lame or suffering any visible ailment
e He was just as much an outcast as the leper, but spiritually instead of legally
e He had turned his back on his people and thrown in his lot with the Romans
e He was seen as a traitor by other jews
e His issue was that his allegiance was to the wrong kingdom.
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The Tax Collector - Following Faith

e Jesus calls him (v27) “Follow Me.”

e (v 28) he left everything behind, and got up and began following Him.
e Matthew 13:44-46 44 “The kingdom of heaven is like a treasure hidden in the field,
which a man found and hid again; and from joy over it he goes and sells everything
that he has, and buys that field. 45 “Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a merchant

seeking fine pearls, 46 and upon finding one pearl of great value, he went and sold
everything that he had and bought it.

e Contrast Luke 9:59, 62 59 And He said to another, “Follow Me.” But he said, “Lord,

permit me first to go and bury my father.” ... But Jesus said to him, “No one, after
putting his hand to the plow and looking back, is fit for the kingdom of God.”




The Tax Collector - Called into fellowship

® The man who was considered a traitor to the kingdom is made an attendant and friend
of the true King.
® Levi immediately shares the news with everyone he has influence with (v29)
® Those at the banquet include many “tax collectors and sinners”
® Again Jesus “touches” the unclean, without himself being defiled, but instead
purifying what he touches
® Jesus uses the opportunity again to show the pharisees their own hypocrisy and God’s
true heart
e (v31, 32) 31 And Jesus answered and said to them, “It is not those who are healthy
who need a physician, but those who are sick. 32 | have not come to call the righteous
to repentance, but sinners.”
® Jesus uses the occasion of a feast to reveal his true nature a bit more, (v 34) the
bridegroom of God
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That is why Faith is such a necessary virtue: unless you teach your moods “where they get
off,” you can never be either a sound Christian or even a sound atheist, but just a creature
dithering to and fro, with its beliefs really dependent on the weather and the state of its
digestion. Consequently one must train the habit of Faith.

The first step is to recognise the fact that your moods change. The next is to make sure that, if
vou have once accepted Christianity, then some of its main doctrines shall be deliberately
held before your mind for some time every day. That is why daily prayers and religious reading
and church going are necessary parts of the Christian life. We have to be continually reminded
of what we believe. Neither this belief nor any other will automatically remain alive in the
mind. It must be fed.
