19 They answered and said, “John the 

Baptist, and others say Elijah; but others, that one of the 

prophets of old has risen again.” 20 And He said to them, “But 

who do you say that I am?” And Peter answered and said, 

“The Christ of God.” 21 But He warned them and 

instructed them not to tell this to anyone, 22 saying, “The Son of 

Man must suffer many things and be rejected by the elders and 

chief priests and scribes, and be killed and be raised up on the 

third day.”

OTHER RELIGIONS VIEW OF JESUS
• Judaism – They know that his followers claimed he was the Jewish Messiah but they deny this. 

They reject that Jesus was divine and reject the trinity. To them Malachi was the last prophet. 

• Islam – They based their doctrine on 7th century Mohammed. They respect Jesus as a prophet 
and wise teacher who did miracles and healings, but reject him as God or the Son of God.

• Buddhism – Some regard their own belief system more as a philosophy than a religion. Some 
hold that Jesus was an enlightened man and wise teacher.

• Hinduism – Generally view Jesus with respect and regard him as a highly enlightened spiritual 
teacher rather that the only Son of God. Interpretations vary across different traditions and 
followers.

• New Age – They believe Jesus was an enlightened master who manifested a divine power that 
is potentially available to all who enter the new age.



WHO IS JESUS TODAY IN AMERICA OR WITH NON-RELIGIOUS PEOPLE.

• Most believe that he is a real person

• He is a historical or spiritual or religious figure

• He is a radical social reformer

• He is the personal savior but with various meanings

• He is a cultural icon or philosopher

• People are divided on if he was God or if he was sinless

• Some think Jesus represents love above all else

• Some think Jesus is critical and they have a judgmental view of who he is



JESUS IS THE CHRIST
• Luke 2:11 – confessed by angels

• Luke 2:26 – Simeon would not see death until he saw the Lord’s Christ

• Luke 3:15-17 – John the Baptist was not the Christ but he pointed others to Jesus

• Luke 4:34 – The demons knew who Jesus was, the Holy One of God

• Luke 4:41 – The demons knew Him to be the Son of God

• Luke 5:21 – When Jesus forgave the sins of the paralytic and the charge that only God can do this

• Luke 7:49 – When he forgave the sinful woman again people wondered at this one who forgave sins

• Luke 8:25 – Who is this that the winds and the water obey Him

• Luke 9:1 – He gave power and authority to others over demons and to heal
