FUTURE CULT CLASSICS FEATURED IN HOT DOCS’ NIGHTVISION PROGRAM

Toronto, March 23, 2021 — Hot Docs is pleased to announce the five feature films in Nightvision, a
program that highlights future cult classics and showcases diverse and creative approaches to
filmmaking.

“Sex, love and friendship come to the fore in this year’s Nightvision program,” said Shane Smith,
director of programming for Hot Docs. “This program of future cult classics explores our
relationships, desires and dreams and the lengths we’ll go to in pursuit of happiness...or escape.”

The Nightvision program features the world premieres of: Acts of Love, a look into how a gay
filmmaker uses dating apps to cast lovers in an amorphous project about romantic attraction; and
Bloom Up — A Swinger Couple Story, about an average middle-aged Italian couple who live out their
unbridled sexual fantasies by night in the swinging scene.

International premieres include: Cannon Arm and the Arcade Quest, about a man who attempts to be
the first in the world to play ‘80s arcade game Gyruss for 100 consecutive hours; and Dark Blossom,
in which the friendship between three Danish goths is threatened when one of them falls in love. The
program will also include the North American premiere of Lost Boys, about the filmmaker’s journey
through the sordid nightlife of Bangkok and Phnom Penh seeking answers to the mysterious
disappearance of two friends.
