Installation
1. Connect your DSL or cable modem to the WAN port of the router using 
		 the provided RJ-45 Ethernet cable. NOTE: Standard modems provided  
		 by Internet service providers come with at least one LAN/Ethernet  
		 port, which connects to the WAN port of the INTELLINET NETWORK 
		 SOLUTIONS Wireless 802.11n Broadband Router.
