Your Church Can Get Involved and Partner with the Village of
Algodon, Dominican Republic

Algodoén is where Children of the Nations began ministry in the Dominican Republic. It is a batey
(pronounced B4AH-tay)—one of more than 400 shantytown work camps built in the 1960s to house
migrant sugarcane cutters from Haiti. Today, Algodon consists of the remnants of this shantytown
and is made up of mainly Haitian-Dominican families. When COTN first came to Algodon, the
children were attending school in a mud hut that had cracks in the walls and roof and lacked
teaching materials. Sixty-seven students, representing less than half of the school-aged children in
Algodon, were being taught by two teachers.

We currently have around 140 children enrolled in the Algodén Village Partnership Program.
Alongside caring partners like you, COTN has helped construct a seven-room school and cafeteria, a
medical clinic, and a sports facility, as well as helping implement daily nutrition at school, a special
needs program, skills training, Bible studies, and summer camps.
