Lipscomb’s Derrin Boyd was tabbed the Atlantic Sun Conference Volleyball Scholar-Athlete of the
Year, announced Monday by the league office. Smith is joined by seven other Men's Basketball
student-athletes on the Academic AllFASUN Team.

Smith, who earned her first Academic All-FASUN selection, owns a 3.89 GPA as she pursues his
Master of Business Administration. He is the first Men's Basketball Scholar-Athlete of the Year
from Lipscomb. The Princeton, Ky., ranks third in the conference in scoring this season with 17.6
points per game. He played in 22 contests with 20 starts this season and averaged 3.7 rebounds
per contest along with racking up 40 made three-pointers and 30 assists.

The Academic All-FASUN Team recognizes student-athletes who excel both on the field and in the
classroom and exemplify the ASUN's mission of Building Winners for Life. All the members of the
team boast a 3.50 cumulative grade point average or better and participated in at least half of their
team’s games.
