      Given the recent admissions on the part of the Governor's staff of an ongoing, coordinated attempt by Governor Spitzer to politically target Senator Joseph Bruno, I respectfully request that the New York State Commission on Public Integrity investigate any and all members of Governor Elliot Spitzer’s staff who have, on multiple occasions, availed themselves of taxpayer-funded government resources for political gain. 

  

            I refer you to the recent news reports that Governor Spitzer's staff have held secret meetings to discuss and utilize state resources to attack Senator Joseph Bruno.  Specifically, the Governor and his staff encouraged NYS Senate Democrats John Sampson, Liz Krueger and Velmanette Montgomery to join in his attempts to politically attack Senator Bruno.

Furthermore, no doubt you are aware of prior activities by the executive chamber related to directing the state police to create reports on the Senator’s travels, which were later distributed to the media.
