REGULATIONS ON STATE CONTROL AND OVERSIGHT 
IN THE FIELD OF SEED-GROWING

(In words of resolutions of the Council of Ministers of 26.07.2010 N 1116,

от 19.07.2011, N 973)

1. The present Regulations, worked out in accordance with the Law of the Republic of Belarus of February 14, 1997 “On Seeds” (“Vedamastzi Natziyanalnaga Skhodu Respubliki Belarus”, 1997, N9, p.191; byelarus.) and both decrees of the President of the Republic of Belarus of October 16, 2009 N510 “On Improvement of Control (Oversight) Activities in the Republic of Belarus” (National Register of Legal Statements of the Republic of Belarus, 2009, N253, 1/11062) and of May 5, 2010 N236 “On Establishment of Department of Veterinarian and Food Oversight and Submission of Addition and Amendments into Some Decrees of the President of the Republic of Belarus” (National Register of Legal Statements of the Republic of Belarus, 2010, N118, 1/11622), prescribe order of exercising State Control and Oversight in the field of seed-growing.

2. Providing with exercise of legal statements, including technical legal statements which are obligatory for observance in seed produce, processing, purchase, storage, transportation, sale and use, by Republican Bodies of Government Management, Local Executive and Administrative Bodies, Legal Entities and Physical Persons, including Individual Entrepreneurs, are main tasks of Sate Control and Oversight in the field of seed-growing.

3. State Control and Oversight in the field of seed-growing is exercising for

(in words of the Council of Ministers Resolution of 19.07.2011, N 973):
compliance with requirements of technical legal regulations in produce, processing, purchase, storage, transportation, sale and use of seeding (planting stock) of all cultures growing in the Republic of Belarus; 

registration and approbation of crop cultivars, conducting soil and laboratorial cultivar inspection; 
compliance with requirements of seed export and import.

Inspection for seed use of genetically engineered plants is carried out with taking into account features provided by legislation.
