•Reacting to life via the works of the flesh
• “Now the works of the flesh are evident: sexual 

immorality, impurity, sensuality, idolatry, sorcery, 
enmity, strife, jealousy, fits of anger, rivalries, 
dissensions, divisions, envy, drunkenness, orgies, 
and things like these.” (Galatians 5:19–20, ESV)

•Addiction is the terminology many of the counselees 
will use to describe their condition.
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Imparted righteousness

• ““Blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see 
God.” (Matthew 5:8, ESV)
•Help the Christ follower understand the gift of 

righteousness he or she has been given.
•Help the lost person understand the gift he or she 

may receive.
•Romans 3:21-26

Practiced righteousness

• ““Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for 
righteousness, for they shall be satisfied.” (Matthew 
5:6, ESV)
• This is an essential element of assessing a person’s 

spiritual condition.
• The pursuit of righteousness brings fulfillment in 

contrast to unrighteousness that promises much but 
leaves empty.
