Stay Warm Safely
Home heating equipment, when used improperly, can increase the risk of fires and carbon monoxide (CO) poisoning. CO is colorless and odorless, and exposure can be life-threatening.

Prevention Tips:
· Install CO and Smoke Detectors: Place detectors on every level of your home and outside sleeping areas. Test monthly.
· Use Space Heaters Safely: Keep heaters at least 3 feet away from anything that can burn. Turn them off before sleeping or leaving a room.
· Maintain Heating Systems: Have chimneys, furnaces, and vents inspected annually by a professional.
· Avoid CO Exposure: Never use gas stoves, ovens, grills, or generators indoors or in enclosed spaces.
· Ensure Proper Ventilation: Clear snow and debris away from exterior furnace and dryer vents.

Recognize the Symptoms of CO Poisoning:
· Headache, dizziness, weakness
· Nausea, vomiting
· Disorientation, fainting
If your CO alarm sounds, leave the building immediately and call 911.
