The resurrection is NOT simply a doctrine we affirm; it is a
power that is still at work.

Acts 2:22-24 — Breaking the Grip

o The strongest enemy humanity has ever known was
NOT strong enough.

o Acts 3:11-20

o “But God raised him from the dead...”

1. What the Resurrection Declares

o The resurrection is not only God defeating death. It is
God overturning the world’s judgment.

o Jesus did not stay dead because God would not allow
the verdict to stand.

Why this Matters...

o The resurrection doesn’t just vindicate Jesus. It re-
leases life into the world.

o We celebrate the resurrection as something that hap-
pened to Jesus instead of something God intends to do
in us.

2. The Resurrection Changes What is Possible.

o If God can raise Jesus from the dead, then nothing you
bring into this room is beyond his power.

o When God refused to stay dead, he changed what is
possible, forever.

Acts 4:8-12
o The resurrection doesn’t merely prove Jesus is alive. It
declares Jesus is Lord.

The resurrection is NOT just something to admire...it
is something to respond to!

Acts 4:12 is not Intimidation...it is an Invitation...

o If there is no other name, then there is no other burden
you have to carry alone.

o If'there is no other name, then forgiveness is not
something you earn; it is something you receive.

o Ifthere is no other name, then resurrection life is NOT
out of reach...it is being offered.

Jesus didn’t rise so you could admire him from a dis-
tance...he rose so you could come to him!

He is RISEN. And his name is JESUS.
