We are called to be loyal members of God’s kingdom where Christ is king, and we are 
His people. We establish His kingdom by living out His love and obeying His commands. 
Our own preferences are second to the wishes of our glorious King Jesus whom we 
gladly worship. 
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Have you ever wished for a place where hatred and selfishness is replaced 
by kindness and love? This is the kingdom of God. Man-run governments 
and societies will always fail us, but what we genuinely seek is the 
Kingdom of God.  
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You might ask, “Where is the Kingdom of Christ?” We usually think of a 
kingdom as the extent of a king’s rule–wherever he holds power. Emperor 
Chin for example unified China by his rule. Christ’s kingdom extends the 
world over through those who obey Him. His kingdom, then, operates 

differently from the world’s nations. 
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Jesus answered, “My kingdom is not of this world. If My kingdom were of this world, then 
My servants would be fighting, that I might not be delivered up to the Jews; but as it is, 
My kingdom is not of this realm." (John 18:36)

The teaching of the kingdom of God goes far beyond learning how to get into His 
kingdom. The Scriptures (Bible) also explain God’s comprehensive plan on how we are 
to fit into it.  
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Although Christ could do a great job finishing this mission, the Father decided to 
complete it by involving His children. Each Christian is responsible to actively support 
God’s plan to expand His kingdom of love into all the world. This is true of our 
neighborhood, town, country and other societies.  
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Notice how Jesus tells us to pray in Matthew 6:10,“Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done 
on earth as it is in heaven.” We must take active steps to carry out the expansion of His 
kingdom. Telling others of the gospel is one significant way.
