Oklahoma and Baylor’s only previous meetings in Big 12 Championship history were in title games.
Oklahoma holds a 20-8 all-time series lead.

Oklahoma snapped a four-game losing streak to Baylor.

Courtney Paris broke the Big 12 Championship career record for block shots. She now has 20 in only
five championship games. The record was held by Britt Hartshorn who had 18.

Jenna Plumley scored a career-high 24 points. She led the Sooners in scoring for the second time this
season.

Jenna Plumley scored 20+ points for the second time in her career.

Courtney Paris recorded her 57" consecutive double-double. She has 62 double-doubles in 65 career
games.

Oklahoma has won seven straight games.

Courtney and Ashley scored in double-figures in the same game for the 11th times this season and
have done so 18 times in their careers.

Courtney Paris has a block in every game this season.

Jenna Plumley has hit 7-0f-9 3-pointers in the Big 12 Championship this season.

Oklahoma held Baylor’s leading scorer, Bernice Mosby, to just two points and zero field goals in the
first half.

**Brittani Alexander of Yukon, Oklahoma, was the millionth fan to attend a Big 12 women’s
basketball game this season.**

1. With 10,102 in attendance at the 2007 Phillips 66 Big 12 Women’s Basketball Semifinals, the
Big 12 went over the 1 million mark in home attendance for the second time in conference
history, breaking its own NCAA record set in 2001-02 (1,002,251). The Big 12’s current 2006-
07 home attendance is 1,003,722,

2. The 2007 Phillips 66 Big 12 Women’s Basketball Championship has already set a tournament
attendance record with 36,577 fans through the semifinals. The old record was 35,619 at the

2003 tournament in Dallas’ Reunion Arena.
3. 10,102 at the semifinals is fourth-highest session attendance in tournament history behind:

a. 10,673 2006 Session 6 (championship)
b. 10,310 2003 Session 6 (championship)
c. 10,210 2007 Session 4 (quarterfinals)
