Senior Kelsey Griffin was the Huskers’ leading scorer 
last year (15.3 ppg) despite averaging less than 26 
minutes a game due to a nagging injury.

Griffin enters her final season 11th on NU’s career 
scoring chart (1,348 points) and seventh in career 
rebounds (665).
