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Game Notes: No. 2 Texas A&M 81, No. 3 Oklahoma 68  

 

 
Texas A&M advances to the Big 12 Championship title game for the fourth consecutive season. The Aggies are the 
first team in Big 12 history to reach four straight title games. A&M has won two of the last three Big 12 
Championships, including last season’s title game over Oklahoma.  
 
The higher seeded team has won every game in the 2011 Big 12 Championship, marking the first time in history that 
has happened. It also marks the first time since 2006 the No. 1 and 2 seeds will meet in the Big 12 Championship 
game. 
 
Texas A&M improves to 27-4 this season. The Aggies are now 4-2 in Big 12 Championship semifinal appearances 
and 13-12 in all-time Big 12 Championship games.  
 
Oklahoma dropped to 21-11 this season and 21-11 in all-time Big 12 Championship contests. OU is now 6-2 in Big 12 
Championship semifinal games.  
 
Texas A&M head coach Gary Blair improved to 590-241 in his career and 182-78 at Texas A&M. 
Oklahoma head coach Sherri Coale dropped to 334-154 in her career. 
 
Texas A&M has now won the last five meetings with Oklahoma, but the Sooners lead the all-time series 26-18.Texas 
A&M now holds a 3-2 advantage in all-time Big 12 Championship meetings vs. Oklahoma. 
 
Attendance for the fifth session of the 2011 Big 12 Championship was 4,852. The total attendance for this year’s 
tournament is 21,150. 
 
OU’s Danielle Robinson became just the third player in college women’s basketball history to record 2,000 points, 
700 assists and 300 steals in a career. She recorded 19 points, seven assists and one steal today, to join the ranks of 
Nancy Lieberman and Dawn Staley as the only players in history to accomplish this feat. Robinson now has 2,085 
points, 704 assists and 300 steals in her career. Her 19 points marked the 114th game of her career and the 30th of 
the season she has scored in double figures. 
 
With 16 points today, Danielle Adams moved into ninth place on Texas A&M’s career scoring chart with 1,253 points. 
She also posted 11 rebounds for her 13th double-double of the season. She has been in double-figure scoring in 39 
out of the last 40 contests.  
 
Texas A&M’s 13 steals against Oklahoma are tied for the most in Big 12 Championship semifinal game history. 
 
As a team, Texas A&M’s 19 offensive rebounds are tied for third in Big 12 Championship semifinal history. Danielle 
Adam’s seven individual offensive rebounds are tied for third in Big 12 Championship semifinal history. 
 
Sidney Colson’s three steals today vs. Oklahoma puts her in fourth place on Texas A&M’s career chart with 237. 
Colson also recorded a career-high eight rebounds. 
 
Texas A&M and Oklahoma each had four players in double figures. Sydney Carter recorded a season-high 19 points.
