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HEAD COACH CHRIS HOLTMANN
Chris Holtmann begins his third season at the 

helm of the Buckeyes in 2019-20 following an inau-
gural season at Ohio State in which he was named 
the 2018 Big Ten Coach of the Year while leading 
the Buckeyes to a 25-9 overall record, a No. 2 fin-
ish in the Big Ten regular-season standings (15-3) 
and a Second Round appearance in the 2018 NCAA 
Tournament.

His second edition of Ohio State Basketball also 
advanced to the second round of the NCAA Tourna-
ment and finished the year with a 20-15 record.

The Big Ten Coach of the Year award in 2018 was 
the second COY honor in as many seasons, and 
third overall for Holtmann, who earned Big East COY 
in 2017. The Big East award culminated three sea-
sons as head coach at Butler University. Holtmann 
became the 14th head coach in Ohio State history 
when he was named to the position June 9, 2017.

The Buckeyes exceeded any and all expectations 
in Holtmann’s first season in Columbus. Picked to 
finish no better than 11th in preseason media polls, 
the Buckeyes stormed out to a 9-0 record in Big Ten 
Conference play, the best start to a league season 
by a first-year Big Ten coach in 95 years.

Highlighting the 2018-19 season were home wins 
over Michigan, overcoming a first-half 20-point defi-
cit, and No. 1 Michigan State along with a road vic-
tory at No. 3 Purdue, the Boilermakers’ only home 
loss of the season.

Holtmann, the USBWA District V Coach of the 
Year and a finalist for the 2018 Naismith COY Award, 
not only earned awards in 2017-18, he coached 
award winners as well.

Keita Bates-Diop, who suffered a season-ending 
leg injury early in the 2016-17 season, returned to 
the Ohio State roster as a redshirt junior in 2017-18 
to become the 2018 Big Ten Player of the Year while 
also earning Consensus Second Team All-America 
honors (Associated Press, NABC, Sporting News, 
USBWA). He helped the Buckeyes to the most wins 
(25) under a first-year head coach in Ohio State his-
tory. Bates-Diop also was a 2018 First Team All-Big 
Ten selection while teammate Jae’Sean Tate was 
named Second Team All-Big Ten. Kaleb Wesson 
earned a spot on the 2018 Big Ten All-Freshman 
Team.

As a team, the Buckeyes returned to the national 
rankings prior to a road game at Northwestern in 
which Ohio State, ranked No. 20 in the weekly Asso-
ciated Press poll, downed the Wildcats 71-65 Jan. 17, 
2018. Ohio State remained in the poll the remainder 
of the season, reaching as high as the No. 8 spot 
before ending the season at No. 17.

Following three incredibly successful seasons at 
Butler, Holtmann agreed to take over the Ohio State 
men’s basketball program June 9, 2017. He was 
introduced as Ohio State’s 14th head coach in the 
history of the program June 12, 2017. 

Holtmann led the Bulldogs to a 70-31 record over 
three seasons (2014-17) as head coach at Butler, 
including a 25-9 mark in 2016-17. The Bulldogs ad-
vanced to the Sweet 16 for the first time since 2011

to place second in the 2016-17 league standings. 
Those same BIG EAST coaches selected Holtmann 
as the conference’s Coach of the Year. 

Holtmann is the 2016-17 recipient of the John 
McLendon Award, presented annually by CollegeIn-
sider.com to college basketball’s coach of the year. 
Additionally, for the second time in three seasons 
at Butler, Holtmann was named a finalist for the Jim 
Phelan National Coach of the Year Award.

The 2015-16 Bulldogs averaged 79.9 points per 
game, which ranked in the Top 25 nationally. But-
ler opened the season with an 11-1 non-conference 
record, climbing as high as ninth in the Associated 
Press poll and 10th in the USA Today Coaches Poll.

To say that Holtmann’s initial season at the helm 
of the Butler program was a success would be an 
understatement. He guided a Butler team that was 
picked to tie for seventh in the BIG EAST to a 23-11 
campaign, a tie for second place in the BIG EAST 
regular-season race and a berth in the 2015 Tourna-
ment. 

Along the way, the Bulldogs knocked off five 
teams ranked in the Top 25 at the time, including 
No. 5/6 North Carolina at the Battle 4 Atlantis, and 
picked up a second round NCAA Tournament win. 

Butler, unmentioned in the national polls at the 
start of the season, was among teams receiving 
votes or ranked in the Top 25 in 16 of the final 17 
weeks of the season. The Bulldogs climbed to 
as high as No. 15 in the AP national poll and No. 
18 in the USA Today national poll. Butler tied the

in his final year in Indianapolis. Butler’s 2016-17 sea-
son included a 14-5 regular-season record against 
12 teams that made the 2017 tournament field. 

The Bulldogs had non-conference wins over Ari-
zona, Cincinnati, Northwestern, Vanderbilt, Vermont 
and Bucknell, in addition to a pair of wins over Vil-
lanova. Butler’s win over Villanova at Hinkle Field-
house Jan. 4, 2017 was the second win over a No. 
1-ranked team in Butler history.

The 2016-17 campaign marked the third-consecu-
tive season Butler made the NCAA Tournament and 
won at least one NCAA Tournament game under 
Holtmann. He joined Roy Williams, John Calipari and 
Mike Brey as the only active coaches to lead their 
current teams to NCAA Tournament wins each of 
their first three seasons.

Holtmann is one of only two coaches in Butler his-
tory to lead the Bulldogs to the NCAA Tournament 
in each of his first three seasons – Brad Stevens is 
the other. 

A highly-touted recruiter, Holtmann and his staff 
signed the two highest-ranked classes in Butler his-
tory (2016, 2017).

Picked to finish sixth in the preseason BIG EAST 
coaches poll, Butler posted a 12-6 BIG EAST mark 
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fourth-best turnaround in BIG EAST history (+8) and 
matched the 11th-highest single-season win total in 
school history.  For his efforts, Holtmann was named 
a finalist for both the Naismith National Coach of the 
Year Award and the Jim Phelan National Coach of 
the Year Award.

Holtmann left a position as head coach at Gard-
ner-Webb to become an assistant coach at Butler 
prior to the 2013-14 season. After one year as an 
assistant, Holtmann found himself back in the lead 
chair. On Oct. 2, 2014, Butler Head Coach Brandon 
Miller requested and was granted a medical leave 
of absence. Holtmann was appointed interim head 
coach and given the task of leading the Bulldogs 
through the start of the 2014-15 season. Three 
months later, on Jan. 2, 2015, Butler removed the 
“interim” tag and named Holtmann head coach of 
the Bulldogs.

Holtmann served as head coach at Gardner-
Webb for three seasons (2011-13), leading the North 
Carolina school through a successful rebuilding ef-
fort. He took the Runnin’ Bulldogs from eight wins 
in 2009-10 to a school Division I record 21 victories 
and a berth in the CollegeInsider.com postseason 
tournament in his last year. Gardner-Webb won 10 
of its final 11 games in 2012-13 and finished a game 
out of first place in the Big South Conference. For 
his efforts, Holtmann was named Big South Confer-
ence Coach of the Year and NABC District 3 Coach 
of the Year.

Prior to taking the head coaching position at 
Gardner-Webb, Holtmann spent two seasons as an 
assistant coach at Ohio University under former But-
ler and Ohio State assistant John Groce. Holtmann 
helped build back-to-back top classes as recruiting 
coordinator for the Bobcats, and he was part of the 
staff that led Ohio to the 2010 Mid-American Confer-
ence Tournament title and an upset of No. 3-seed 
Georgetown in the opening round of the 2010 NCAA 
Tournament. Before his stint at Ohio, he served for 
five seasons as an assistant coach at Gardner-Webb, 
including four seasons as associate head coach.

A native of Nicholasville, Ky., Holtmann was an 
NAIA All-American guard at Taylor University. He 
helped lead Taylor to a 25-9 record, a No. 1 national 
ranking and a berth in the NAIA National Tournament 
in 1993-94. He served as a graduate assistant coach 
at Taylor in 1997-98, spent one season as an assis-
tant coach at Geneva College and then returned to 
Taylor as an assistant coach under head coach Paul 
Patterson. In his final two seasons at Taylor, the Tro-
jans posted a 50-16 record, won back-to-back con-
ference titles and ranked in the Top 15 of the NAIA 
national poll.

Holtmann earned a degree in psychology from 
Taylor in 1994 and a Master’s Degree in athletic 
administration from Ball State in 2000.  He and his 
wife, Lori, have one daughter, Nora Jane.

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Ryan Pedon enters his third season as an assistant coach at 
Ohio State after joining the staff in June 2017. The Columbus 
native returned home after spending two seasons as an 
assistant on Chris Holtmann’s staff at Butler.

In year one at Ohio State, Pedon helped the Buckeyes 
exceed all expectations. The Buckeyes qualified for the NCAA 
Tournament, reaching the Second Round. Ohio State finished 
the season with a 25-9 overall record. The Buckeyes recorded 
a 15-3 Big Ten Conference regular-season record to help the 
Buckeyes to a second-place finish in the league standings. Ohio 
State again reached the NCAA Second Round a  year ago with a 
win over Iowa State. The Buckeyes were 20-15 overall last year. 

In Pedon’s two seasons at Butler, the Bulldogs tallied a 47-20 
record and advanced to the NCAA Tournament twice. in 2016-17, 
the Bulldogs went 25-9, finished second in the BIG EAST and 
advanced to the Sweet 16 for the first time since 2011. In 2015-
16, Butler went 22-11 and advanced to the second round of the 
NCAA Tournament.

Before his time at Butler, Pedon spent two seasons at Illinois 
as an assistant to head coach (and former Ohio State assistant) 
John Groce. Pedon also spent three seasons as an assistant 
coach and recruiting coordinator at Toledo, helping the Rockets 
to 19 wins in 2011-12, and five seasons at Miami (Ohio), where 

the RedHawks won the MAC Tournament title in 2007 to earn 
the school’s first NCAA Tournament bid since 1999.

Pedon also served as director of basketball operations at 
Kent State from 2002-05 and as a graduate assistant at Miami 
(Ohio) from 2000-02.

Pedon played college basketball at Wooster, where he was a 
three-year letterwinner and helped the Fighting Scots to three 
NCAA Tournaments and three North Coast Athletic Conference 
(NCAC) regular-season championships. In 2000, he won 
Wooster’s prestigious “Bear Award.”

Pedon received his bachelor’s degree in communications 
from Wooster in 2000 and a master’s degree in sport 
organization from Miami (Ohio) in 2002. He and his wife, 
Stephanie, have a son, Maddox.

Terry Johnson is in his third season as an assistant coach, 
joining the Buckeye staff in June 2017 after spending 10 seasons 
as an assistant coach at Butler.

In year one at Ohio State, Johnson helped the Buckeyes 
exceed all expectations. The Buckeyes qualified for the NCAA 
Tournament, reaching the Second Round. Ohio State finished the 
season with a 25-9 overall record. The Buckeyes recorded a 15-3 
Big Ten Conference regular-season record to help the Buckeyes 
to a second-place finish in the league standings. Ohio State again 
reached the NCAA Second Round a  year ago with a win over 
Iowa State.

In 2015, Johnson was invited to 
the Villa 7 Consortium, which brings together university athletics 
directors and the country’s elite assistant coaches in an effort to 
prepare the next generation of college basketball leaders.

Prior to assisting at Butler, Johnson spent the 2006-07 
campaign as an assistant on Dane Fife’s staff at IPFW and served 
as director of basketball operations at Butler from 2004-06. 
Johnson also served in an administrative capacity at Auburn in 

2003-04 and had stops as an assistant coach at Lincoln Trail 
Junior College, Indiana Tech and IPFW.

Johnson played both basketball and baseball at Lincoln Trail 
from 1992-94, where he was named all-conference in both sports 
and was named an honorable mention All-American in basketball. 
From there, he went to Lamar University and again played both 
sports from 1994-96, leading the basketball team in assists and 
steals two years in a row. Johnson earned his bachelor’s degree 
from IPFW in 1998, earning all-conference, team MVP and Co-
Male Athlete of the Year honors while playing baseball for the 
Mastodons. Johnson went on to play baseball professionally for 
the Tri-City Posse of the Western League for two years and the 
Anderson Lawmen of the Heartland League for another season. 
In addition, Johnson earned his master’s degree in sports 
administration from Western Kentucky in 2011.

It is a highlight reel of 
college basketball that showcases 
the finest coaches and students in 
the nation.

All 14 Big Ten teams will participate 
in the tournament with the winner 
receiving the conference’s auto-
matic bid to the NCAA Tournament. 
The team or teams that finish atop 
the regular-season standings is the 
Big Ten Champion. The bracket will 
be seeded according to the final 
regular-season standings with the 
conference champion earning the 
top seed. Two first-round games 
are slated for Wednesday, March 11, 
with the No. 12 seed facing the No. 
13 seed and the No. 11 seed taking 
on the No. 14 seed. The top four 
teams will receive first and second 
round byes and advance to the 
quarterfinals on Friday, March 12.

Since its inception, the Big Ten 
Men’s Basketball Tournament 
has seen six different conference 
representatives crowned champion. 
Michigan State leads all schools 
with  six tournament titles while 
Ohio State has claimed four official 
tournament titles. Wisconsin won 
its third tournament title in 2015, 
while Michigan, Illinois and Iowa 
have each claimed the honor twice. 
Purdue has captured one official 
tournament crown. BTN and CBS 
Sports will again provide national 
television coverage of the event.

Previous Big Ten Men’s Basketball 
Tournaments have attracted fans 
in masses. In 22 years, the Big Ten 
has welcomed more than two mil-
lion fans and thousands of media 
members to the event.

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Chris Holtmann continued a streak of five-consecutive NCAA Tournament appearances as a head 
coach in 2018-19, guiding the Buckeyes to a win vs. Iowa State before a second-round loss to 
Houston in the 2019 NCAA event. The Buckeyes finished with a 20-15 record in Holtmann’s second 
year in Columbus after his Ohio State tenure began with a 25-9 overall record and a second-place 
finish in the Big Ten regular-season standings in 2017-18. The Buckeyes advanced to the NCAA 
Tournament for the 29th time in program history in 2019, making it to the second round of the West 
Regional in Tulsa, Oklahoma. Ohio State fell to Houston after downing Iowa State. The Buckeyes 
renewed an intrastate rivalry with Cincinnati, winning the season opener on the road 64-56 over 
the Bearcats. Ohio State then won at Creighton 69-60 and claimed an 80-66 win over UCLA on a 
neutral court, helping to build a 12-1 nonconference slate. Sophomore Kaleb Wesson led the team 
with 14.6 points and 6.9 rebounds a game while senior C.J. Jackson reached 1,000 career points 
while leading the Buckeyes in assists (119) and steals (41) in his final year of eligibility.

CINCINNATI -- The Ohio State men’s basketball team withstood 
a late run to take a 64-56 win over Cincinnati in its 2018-19 sea-
son opener at Fifth Third Arena. Kaleb Wesson led four Buckeyes in 
double figures with 15 points while C.J. Jackson added 13, Luther 
Muhammad scored 11 and Kyle Young chipped in with 10 points and 
a game-high eight boards. Cincinnati’s Jarron Cumberland scored all 
22 points after the break to lead all scorers. The Buckeyes shut down 
the Bearcats offensively in the first 20 minutes, limiting Cincinnati 
to 4-of-29 shooting and 2-of-12 from 3-point range. After Cincinnati 
scored the opening points on a Justin Jenifer 3-pointer at the 18:59 
mark, the Bearcats were able to keep the Buckeyes off the board 
until a Wesson layup with 16:14 remaining. Ohio State then took the 
lead on a Keyshawn Woods jumper at the 14:50 mark and were able 
to push the advantage to 12-6 on a Musa Jallow layup at the 11:02 
mark. The Buckeyes held Cincinnati without a field goal for the final 
6:38 of the half on their way to a 27-8 lead at the break.

•	 The last time Ohio State played at Cincinnati was in 1920. The 
Buckeyes are now 2-0 when playing at Cincinnati.
•	  Ohio State improves to 7-4 against the Bearcats all-time.
•	 The Buckeyes finished with a field goal percentage of 43 per-
cent against Cincinnati, who recorded a 27 percent field goal per-
centage.
•	 Ohio State outshot Cincinnati from 3-point range, finishing 
eight of 20 shots while the Bearcats went 6 for 26.
•	 Ohio State held the Bearcats to 18 first-half points, the fewest 
points scored in a half against the Buckeyes since the second half 
against Minnesota (18) Jan. 20 of last season. 
•	 The Buckeyes held the Bearcats to 27 percent shooting for the 
game (17-62).

COLUMBUS -- The Ohio State men’s basketball team earned a 
107-61 win over Purdue Fort Wayne in the Buckeyes’ home opener 
Sunday at Value City Arena. Ohio State’s C.J. Jackson led all scorers 
with a career-high 25 points while Duane Washington Jr. added 20 
points off the bench. Jaedon LeDee saw his first collegiate action, 
recording 16 points, four boards and a game-best four flocks off the 
bench while Luther Muhammad score 12 points in his second-career 
contest. John Konchar and Kason Harrell led Purdue Fort Wayne 
with 13 points apiece. Ohio State shot 57.1 percent from the field 
in the first half on its way to a 41-34 lead at the break. After a Cam-
eron Benford layup cut the Ohio State lead to 20-18 almost midway 
through the first half, Ohio State went on a 7-0 run capped by a 
Jackson layup to push its advantage to 27-18 with 7:27 left to play. 
Purdue Fort Wayne was able to make it a two-point game with just 
under three minutes to play in the half but consecutive 3-pointers 
by Washington Jr. extended the Buckeyes’ cushion heading into the 
half. Jackson paced the Buckeyes with 12 points, five rebounds and 
four assists in the first 20 minutes while Konchar led the Mastodons 
with nine points and seven boards. The Mastodons cut the lead to 
41-36 on a Matt Holba jumper less than a minute into the second 
half but it was all Buckeyes from there. An 11-2 Ohio State run over 
the next 2:26 was spurred on by three-straight Jackson 3-pointers to 
push the lead to 52-38. The Buckeyes then put it out of reach with 
a 14-1 run later in the half, capped by a pair of Muhammad free 
throws, to make it 66-41 with 11:24 remaining and Ohio State never 
looked back on the way to the home-opening win.

The Buckeyes, now 6-1 on the year, suffered their first loss 
of the season while the Orange improve to 4-2. C.J. Jackson led the 
Buckeyes with 19 points while Kaleb Wesson added 13 points and 
eight rebounds and Kyle Young scored a career-high 12. Tyus Battle 
paced the Orange with 20 points while Elijah Hughes scored 18 and 
Oshae Brissett chipped in with 14. Ohio State connected on its first 
four shots and held an 8-0 advantage on the boards on its way to a 
9-2 lead at the 17:50 mark of the opening half. However, Syracuse 
outscored the Buckeyes 15-8 over the next 9:01 to knot the score at 
17-all after a Marek Dolezaj 3-pointer with 8:49 remaining in the 
half. The Buckeyes then regained the lead and held a 31-27 lead 
with 39 seconds remaining before a late Battle layup made it a 31-
29 Ohio State lead at the break. Jackson led Ohio State, which held 
a 17-12 lead on boards in the opening 20 minutes, with 11 first-half 
points while Battle and Dolezaj paced the Orange with eight points 
apiece. Syracuse opened the second half on a 10-2 run to take a 39-
33 lead with 17:40 to play but the Buckeyes answered with an 8-2 
spurt, capped by a Young layup, to knot the score at 41-all with 14:00 
remaining. Then, after Ohio State held a 45-44 advantage with 11:36 
left, the Orange went on an 11-0 run over the next 2:38, including 
six from Hughes, to take a 55-45 advantage.

Amir Coffey led 
Minnesota with 19 points while Dupree McBrayer added 13. After 
the game was knotted at 5-all with 15:31 left in the first half, Ohio 
State scored the next eight points, including six from Andre Wesson, 
over the next 2:28 to take a 13-5 advantage and then extended the 
run to 21-2 after a Andre Wesson jumper with 9:11 left to play for 
a 26-7 lead. However, a 9-0 spurt by the Golden Gophers late in the 
first half cut the Buckeye lead down to eight before Ohio State took 
a 39-28 advantage into the half. The Buckeyes pushed their lead up 
to as many as 23 at 65-42 after an Andre Wesson dunk with 8:23 
left to play and would not get closer than 17 the rest of the way as 
Ohio State outscored the Golden Gophers 40-31 in the second half 
on the way to opening Big Ten play with the win. For the game, Ohio 
State limited Minnesota to 39.2 percent (20-for-51) from the field 
and 0-for-13 from 3-point range. The last time the Buckeyes held an 
opponent to zero 3-pointers was when Lamar went 0-for-12 Dec. 20, 
2011, and the last time Ohio State held a Big Ten opponent to zero

After the Buckeyes held a 50-42 lead with 
16:47 left to play, the Spartans used a 9-0 run, capped by an Aaron 
Henry 3-pointer, over the next 2:05 to take a 51-50 advantage. The

COLUMBUS -- The Ohio State men’s basketball team fell to Pur-
due, 79-67, at Value City Arena. Andre Wesson led Ohio State with 
a career-high 22 points while Musa Jallow added 12 and Luther 
Muhammad chipped in with 10. Carsen Edwards poured in 27 for 
the Boilermakers while Ryan Cline scored 13 and Trevion Williams 
added 10. Ohio State took an early 6-0 lead after holding Purdue 
0-for-7 from the field before an Aaron Wheeler 3-pointer cut the lead 
in half at the 15:40 mark. The Buckeyes then extended their lead to 
17-8 after a pair of C.J. Jackson free throws with 10:57 left in the 
half but Purdue used eight Buckeye turnovers to jump-start a 22-1 
run over the next 5:40 to take a 30-18 lead with 5:17 to play before 
heading into the half with a 39-29 advantage. The Buckeyes con-
nected on 47.6 percent (10-for-21) of their shots from the field in the 
opening half but turned the ball over 13 times in the first 20 minutes. 
C.J. Jackson and Wesson, who hit a half-court heave as time expired 
in the half, led Ohio State with seven points apiece while Edwards 
paced Purdue with 13. Ohio State then hit seven-consecutive shots, 
including a pair of layups from Wesson and two 3-pointers from Jus-
tin Ahrens, early in the second half to go on a 13-3 spurt over 3:09, 
cutting a 51-37 deficit to 54-50 with 12:30 left to play. The Buckeyes 
trimmed the lead to 58-56 on a Jallow 3-pointer with 10:15 remain-
ing but a Nojel Eastern 3-point play extended the Purdue advantage 
to 64-58 with 8:44 left and, although Jallow answered with another 
3-pointer the Buckeyes’ next trip down the court, Grady Eifert re-
sponded with a 3-pointer of his own and Ohio State would get no 
closer than four the rest of the way.

LINCOLN -- The Ohio State men’s basketball team topped Ne-
braska, 70-60, at Pinnacle Bank Arena. With the win, the Buckeyes 
improve to 13-6, 3-5 in the Big Ten, while the Huskers fall to 13-
7, 3-6 in conference play. Luther Muhammad led all scorers with a 
career-best 24 points to go along with six rebounds and three steals 
while Andre Wesson and C.J. Jackson each added 10. James Palmer 
Jr. poured in 19 while Glynn Watson Jr. scored 18 for the Huskers. 
Nebraska used a pair of early Ohio State turnovers to open up an 8-2 
lead after a Watson Jr. layup at the 18:04 mark but the Buckeyes 
scored the next seven to take a 9-8 advantage with 16:07 to play in 
the opening half. The Huskers then went on an 11-3 spurt over the 
next 6:17 to regain the lead at 19-12 with 9:50 remaining but Ohio 
State outscored Nebraska 17-5 the rest of the way to take a 29-24 
edge heading into the half. The Buckeyes dominated the boards over 
the first 20 minutes, holding a 25-12 rebounding edge, while limit-
ing the Huskers to 34.5 percent (10-for-29) from the field. Keyshawn 
Woods and Wesson led Ohio State with seven points apiece at the 
half while Palmer Jr. paced Nebraska with eight. The Huskers scored 
the first five points of the second half to knot the score at 29-all 
and the teams continued to go back and forth until a pair of Palmer 
Jr. free throws gave Nebraska a 38-36 lead with 15:35 remaining. 
However, the Buckeyes used four 3-pointers and limited the Huskers 
to one field goal over the next 7:39 to go on a 20-5 run and take a 
56-43 lead. Nebraska scored the next six on the shoulders of Watson 
Jr. but a huge 3-pointer from Muhammad at the end of the shot clock 
pushed the lead back up to 10 at 59-49 with 4:44 left to play.

Ohio State extended its lead to 36-27 on 
a Justin Ahrens dunk with 15:34 remaining but the Wildcats scored 
the next six on a 3-point play by Law and a 3-pointer from Turner to 
make it a 36-33 game with 14:33 left in the game. The Buckeyes then 
went on a 14-5 run, capped by a 3-pointer and a layup from Wesson, 
over the next 6:11 to extend their lead to 50-38 with 8:22 remaining. 
N’western would get no closer than 12 the remainder of the contest 
as Ohio State picked up its 17th win of the year. For the game, Ohio 
State held the Wildcats to 18-for-57 (31.6 percent) from the field and 
5-for-29 (17.2 percent) from 3-point range. The Buckeyes turned the 
ball over just once while converting 16-of-30 (53.3 percent) of their 
shots in the second half.

TULSA, Okla. --  The No. 11-seed Ohio State men’s basketball 
team fell to No. 3-seed Houston, 74-59, in the second round of the 
2019 NCAA Tournament at BOK Center in Tulsa. With the loss, the 
Buckeyes close the season with a 20-15 record and their second-
consecutive trip to the NCAA Tournament. C.J. Jackson led the way 
for Ohio State with 18 points while Kaleb Wesson went for 15 points 
and six boards and Keyshawn Woods scored 10. Corey Davis, Jr. led 
four Cougars in double figures with a game-high 21 points while Ga-
len Robinson, Jr. went for 13 points. Houston scored the first four 
points of the game and held a 9-5 lead with 15:36 remaining but 
Kaleb Wesson answered with a pair of 3-pointers to take an 11-9 
advantage with 14:47 left to play in the half. However, Davis, Jr. 
scored the next eight over the next 1:56 as the Cougars regained 
a 17-11 lead at the 12:51 mark but the Buckeyes went on a 10-2 
spurt of their own to take a 21-19 advantage with 10:27 left on the 
clock. The Buckeyes held a 24-21 lead after a Musa Jallow 3-pointer 
with 9:53 remaining but the Cougars used eight Ohio State first-half 
turnovers to outscore the Buckeyes 18-7 the remainder of the way 
to take a 39-31 lead into the break. Jackson led Ohio State, which 
connected on eight first-half 3-pointers, with 11 points at the break 
while Davis, Jr. paced the Cougars with 11. Ohio State trimmed the 
Houston lead to 44-39 on a Luther Muhammad 3-pointer with 13:40 
left to play but the Cougars answered right back with the next five 
to push the advantage back to 10 at 49-39 a minute later. Jackson 
then scored the next five to again cut the deficit to 49-44 with 11:44 
remaining and the Cougar lead remained at five at 52-47 with 9:25 
remaining but Houston responded with an 8-2 spurt over the next 
2:00 to extend the lead to 60-49 with 7:25 left. The Buckeyes could 
get no closer than nine the remainder of the way.

  An Ohio State player has recorded at least one double-
double, a combination of 10 or more points, rebounds, 
assists, steals or blocks, in 914 games since 1955-56, the first 
season in which rebound totals for every game are available 
for OSU players. The NCAA has been compiling statistics for 
assists since 1984 and blocked shots and steals since 1986. 
Ohio State has five triple-doubles in its history, the first was 
a 27-point, 11-rebound, 10-assist effort by Dennis Hopson in a 
96-75 win over Ohio Dec. 6, 1986. Evan Turner recorded a pair 
of triple-doubles as a junior in 2009-10 and D’Angelo Russell 
record one as a freshman in 2015. Another rookie, JaQuan 
Lyle in 2016, recorded a  triple double vs. Rutgers in Columbus.

	 It is again Jerry Lucas who holds the top spots at Ohio State 
for consecutive games with at least 10 or more points and 
rebounds. His record of 38-consecutive games with a double-
double began Jan. 23, 1960 with 27 points and 13 rebounds 
in an 85-71 win at Purdue. The final game of the streak was 
a 27-point, 12-rebound effort in a 95-66 win at Illinois March 
11, 1961. He scored nine points and grabbed 18 rebounds on 
March 17 that year against Louisville in the 1961 NCAA Mideast 
Regionals in Louisville, Ky., to end 38-consecutive games in 
which he played with at least 10 or more points and rebounds. 
A 24-game double-double streak began the next time out with 
33 points and 30 rebounds vs. Kentucky (3/18/61) and ended 
the following year at Iowa (2/26/62) with 27 points and nine 
rebounds.

The late Gary Bradds was a two-time All-American for 
the Buckeyes, winning those honors his junior and senior 
years. Additionally, the 6-foot-8-inch Buckeye center was 
the national player of the year in 1964 when he averaged 
30.6 points and 13.4 rebounds per game.

Bradds, a spindly, raw-boned product of Jamestown, 
Ohio, was a top reserve in 1962 and played in the national 
championship game when regular center Jerry Lucas was 
sub-par with a knee injury. As a junior, he replaced Lucas and 
averaged 28 points and 13 rebounds a game, helping the 
Buckeyes to a 20-4 record and a share of the Big Ten title. 

Ohio State also shared the conference title his senior 
season, but failed to go to the NCAA  Tournament either 
year because of the championship format at the time. During 
his senior year, Bradds put together an incredible string of 
six-consecutive 40-point games, including a school-record 
49 points against Illinois (2/10/64).

His 735 points that year is the second highest total in 
OSU history, trailing only Dennis Hopson’s 958 in 1987. He 
ranks 16th in career scoring (1,530 points) at Ohio State.

Bradds was the second Buckeye men’s basketball player 
to have his jersey number retired. Bradds had his No. 35 
hoisted to the rafters at Value City Arena during a halftime 
ceremony Jan. 27, 2001 vs. Michigan State. 

JIM CLEAMONS

Statistics tell only a small part of the story when it comes 
to Jim Cleamons. As captain of the 1971 team, he guided 
the sophomore-dominated Buckeyes to the Big Ten title and 
a win over No. 2 Marquette in the NCAA regional. Only an 
overtime loss to Western Kentucky in the regional finals kept 
Ohio State from an appearance in the Final Four. Cleamons 
was one of the finest leaders Ohio State has ever produced. 
A totally unselfish player, he was the glue that held the young 
Buckeyes together and inspired them to greater heights in 
1971. At the end of that season, he was a unanimous choice 
as the Big Ten’s most valuable player.

The 6-foot 5-inch Cleamons played forward as a sopho-
more and junior, but moved to point guard as a senior. He 
played the last month of the season with a broken wrist as 
the Buckeyes wrapped up their first Big Ten title since 1964.  
Nicknamed “The Cougar” because of his quickness, the slick 
left-hander scored 1,335 points during his career. His career 
average of 18.5 points per game is good for 10th place on 
the all-time OSU list. He also is seventh in career field goal 
percentage with a .542 figure. Cleamons was a first round 
pick of the Los Angeles Lakers. 

He spent four years as an assistant coach with the Buck-
eyes and seven seasons as an assistant with the Chicago 
Bulls. He coached the Dallas Mavericks prior to taking over 
the ABL expansion franchise in Chicago for the 1998-99 sea-
son. Cleamons spent several years with Phil Jackson in Los 
Angeles, spent time with the New Orleans Hornets and was 
reunited in L.A. again in 2006 with Jackson and the Lakers.

As far as most Ohio State basketball experts are con-
cerned, little Robin Freeman ranks as one of the most excit-
ing players ever to wear the Scarlet and Gray. A 5-foot-11-inch 
guard, Freeman was the first Ohio State player to include 
the jump shot in his offensive repertoire.

Freeman did not letter as a sophomore but he averaged 
31.5 points through the first 13 games of his junior year before 
being sidelined with health problems that forced him to miss 
the final nine games of the year. Although he played in just 
13 games that year, he was a consensus All-America pick. 
He had more points in 13 games than any of his teammates 
could manage in 22. 

The Cincinnati native picked up as a senior where he had 
left off as a junior, averaging a school record 32.9 points per 
game and helping OSU to a 16-6 record. He also earned 
All-America honors that year, thus becoming Ohio State’s 
first two-time basketball All-American.

Freeman’s career scoring average of 28 points a game is 
the best in Ohio State history. His career total of 1,597 points 
in just 57 games is good for 12th place on the all-time OSU 
scoring list. Additionally, his 723 points in 1956, a school 
record at the time, is still the fourth highest one-season total 
at OSU, behind Dennis Hopson’s 958 in 1987, Gary Bradds’ 
735 in 1964 and Deshaun Thomas’ 733 in 2013.

Although he probably was better known for his exploits 
as a member of the Boston Celtics, John Havlicek was an 
undeniably great college player. He was a three-year starter 
for the Buckeyes between 1960 and ’62 and he helped the 
team to a 78-6 record, three-consecutive Final Fours and the 
1960 National Championship. He was a two-time All-Big Ten 
pick and a second-team All-American as a senior. 

Havlicek also was a two-time pick on the all-tournament 
team at the Final Four. He scored 1,223 points during his 
career, a total that is 37th on the all-time OSU scoring list. 
The 6-foot-5-inch forward also averaged 8.6 rebounds. 
Havlicek holds several OSU records, including the best 
shooting performance in a game, a perfect nine-of-nine 
against Michigan in 1961. That effort was tied by Brian Brown 
against Florida State in 2000 and bettered by Jae’Sean Tate 
(10-10) vs. Northeastern in 2017. After playing at Ohio State, 
Havlicek was drafted by the Cleveland Browns in the NFL 
and the Celtics. 

The last player cut by the Browns (all-pro flanker Gary 
Collins was the player they kept), Havlicek went on to a 
distinguished career with the Boston Celtics, first as a sixth 
man and later as a starter.

Few players played the game with more intensity and 
few were better at accepting the challenge at the defensive 
end of the floor.  He is a member of the Naismith Memorial 
Basketball Hall of Fame. 

Havlicek’s No. 5 jersey was retired at Ohio State during 
the 2004-05 season (vs. Wisconsin, Feb. 27). He is one of 
five Ohio State men’s basketball players to have his number 
officially retired.

If ever a player saved his best for last, it was Dennis 
Hopson. After respectable, but certainly not spectacular, 
sophomore and junior years, Hopson thrust himself into 
the national spotlight as a senior by averaging 29 points a 
game. Second nationally in scoring that year, Hopson was 
named the 1987 United Press International Big Ten Player 
of the Year and was accorded a spot on The Sporting News 
All-America team. 

Thanks to a school record 958 points in 1987, “Hop” is 
the Buckeyes’ all-time leading scorer with a point total of 
2,096 points in 125 games. The 6-foot-5-inch forward holds 
several other school records, including the mark for most 
field goals made in a season — 338 as a senior — and most 
free throws made (215). He also handed out an impressive 
120 assists and had 71 steals as a senior. Hopson’s scoring 
average in his final season is the ififth best in OSU history 
and ranks second in career steals (164). 

After graduation, Hopson was a first-round pick of the 
New Jersey Nets.

He was selected to the OSU Athletics Hall of Fame in 
1994 and earned his diploma from Ohio State with a degree 
in education (2006).

Hopson joined the coaching staff of Northwood Uni-
versity in West Palm Beach, Fla., in 2007 where he served 
under head coach Rollie Massimino. In September 2009, 
he became an assistant basketball coach at Bowling 
Green and was most named the head coach at Lourdes 
University in 2019.

BILL HOSKET, JR.

Bill Hosket Jr., was captain and MVP of the 1968 Ohio 
State team which won the Big Ten title in a playoff and then 
went on to finish third at the NCAA championships by beating 
an Elvin Hayes-led Houston squad in the consolation game.

Hosket averaged 20.1 points and 11.4 rebounds as a 
senior, leading the Buckeyes to a 21-8 record. He was an 
All-Big Ten pick at forward that year. As a junior, the 6-foot-
8-inch Hosket, whose father, Bill Sr., also played for Ohio 
State, was an All-Big Ten choice at center, averaging 19.6 
points and 12.6 rebounds. 

Hosket was a three-year starter for the Buckeyes, leading 
OSU in rebounding and scoring all three of those years and 
pacing the team in field goal percentage as a sophomore 
and junior. He scored 1,441 points in 74 games, a total that 
places him 23rd on the OSU career scoring list. 

He also pulled down 910 rebounds, the fourth highest 
total in Ohio State history, and averaged 12.3 rebounds 
per game, a figure that is second only to Jerry Lucas’ 17.2 
average. 

Hosket was selected to the 1968 Olympic team and 
then played with the New York Knicks. He also has the 
distinction of being Ohio State’s first Academic All-American 
in basketball.

A three-year starter for the Buckeyes, Jim Jackson helped 
restore Ohio State basketball glory by leading OSU to three 
NCAA tournaments and two Big Ten championships in an 
abbreviated career. A clutch player with a penchant for mak-
ing the game-winning play, Jackson started 93-consecutive 
games for Ohio State before opting to skip his final year of 
college ball and go directly to the NBA.

The 6-foot-6-inch guard/forward was the 1990 Big Ten 
Freshman of the Year and the Big Ten player of the year in 
each of the next two seasons. Jackson also was a two-time 
All-American, and was selected by United Press International 
as the college player of the year as a junior.

Jackson scored 1,785 points during his career and is 
the seventh-leading scorer in Ohio State history. His career 
scoring average of 19.2 points a game is the ninth-best in 
OSU annals. He led Ohio State in scoring in each of his 
three years as a starter and was the Buckeyes’ leading 
rebounder as a junior.

He also ranks among the school’s career leaders in 
assists (372) and steals (147). At the end of his junior year, 
Jackson was the fourth player taken in the NBA draft by the 
Dallas Mavericks. He last played for the L.A. Lakers in 2006.

Jackson was the third Buckeye men’s basketball player 
to have his jersey number retired. Jackson had his No. 22 
hoisted to the rafters at Value City Arena during a halftime 
ceremony Feb. 10, 2001 vs. Wisconsin. He is currently work-
ing as a basketball analyst for the Fox Sports.

Clark Kellogg broke into the OSU lineup early in his fresh-
man year and was a starter the next two years before pass-
ing up his senior season in favor of the NBA. At the end of his 
junior year, he was a first-round pick of the Indiana Pacers. 

During his OSU career, the 6-foot-8-inch Kellogg aver-
aged 14.9 points and 10.1 rebounds, scoring 1,285 points 
and pulling down 872 rebounds in 86 games.

He was the 1982 Big Ten’s Most Valuable Player, when he 
averaged 16.1 points and 10.5 rebounds per game. His best 
year statistically, however, was in 1981, when he averaged 
17.3 points and 12.0 rebounds.

Kellogg led the Buckeyes in both scoring and rebounding 
as a sophomore and junior. He is 32nd in career scoring 
and sixth in career rebounding at OSU. He also ranks fifth 
in career rebounding average.

When his professional career ended prematurely be-
cause of a knee injury, he began a broadcasting career 
with the Indiana Pacers’ radio network. He currently works 
as a college basketball analyst for CBS Sports. Additionally, 
he was a Vice President of Player Relations for the Indiana 
Pacers and current is a member of the Board of Trustees at 
The Ohio State University.

Still considered by many as the finest player the Big 
Ten has ever produced, Jerry Lucas was a three-time All-
American for the Buckeyes between 1960 and 1962.

During the Lucas era, Ohio State posted a 78-6 record, 
won three Big Ten titles, captured the 1960 national cham-
pionship and was runner-up in both 1961 and ’62. The only 
three-time choice as the Big Ten player of the year, he also 
was a two-time pick as the MVP of the Final Four and was 
the national player of the year as both a junior and senior.

The 6-foot-8-inch Lucas led the nation in field goal 
shooting for three-consecutive years and still holds the OSU 
career record for field goal percentage with a .624 figure. 
At the time he graduated, Lucas was OSU’s all-time leading 
scorer with 1,990 points in 82 games, an average of 24.3 
points a game. He currently holds down third place on the 
point list with William Buford (2009-12). Lucas could have 
scored much more if he had chosen to do so, but he was a 
total team player and would willingly pass up an open shot 
in order to get the ball to a teammate. 

Lucas holds the OSU single-season (17.8, Sr.) and career 
(17.2) rebounding records. His 1,411 career rebounds is a 
school record.

In both 1960 and 1961, he was voted the most outstanding 
player of the NCAA Final Four. He connected on 16-of-24 
field goals and all three free throws in 1960 on his way to 
35 points. He also collected 23 rebounds that year in the 
two games. 

In 1961, his junior year, Lucas hit 20-of-28 shots from the 
field and 16-of-17 free throws while gathering 25 rebounds 
in the two Final Four contests. 

After graduation, Lucas starred in the NBA, playing with 
Cincinnati, San Francisco and New York.

The late Wilt Chamberlin called Lucas the toughest player 
he had ever played against. 

Lucas’ No. 11 jersey was the first retired at Ohio State. 
The ceremony took place Feb. 23, 2000 at halftime in a 
game vs. Northwestern.
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KELVIN RANSEY

Kelvin Ransey was a four-year starter and two-time 
captain for the Buckeyes. The 6-foot-2-inch point guard 
won All-Big Ten honors as a sophomore, junior and senior. 
He was a first team All-American as a senior, when OSU 
posted a 21-8 record and lost to UCLA in the first round of 
the NCAA regionals. 

Albeit in a losing performance, Ransey turned in one of 
his finest games against UCLA, scoring 29 points before 
fouling out in the closing minute of play. When his career 
ended, Ransey had scored more points than any guard in 
Ohio State history — 1,934 in 112 games. 

That total ranks him fifth on the all-time OSU scoring 
list, behind forward Dennis Hopson (2,096), centers Herb 
Williams (2,011) and Jerry Lucas (1,990) and guard William 
Buford (1,990).

Ransey’s career scoring average of 17.8 is among the 
best in OSU history. Ransey led Ohio State in scoring each 
of his last three years, including a career-best mark of 21.4 
as a senior. Ransey also is fourth in OSU career assists with 
a total of 516. He had 177 of those as a senior, at the time 
a school record.

HERB WILLIAMS
1978-81, Columbus, Ohio, Marion Franklin High School

Herb Williams was a four-year starter for the Buckeyes 
and was named to the AllBig Ten team as a junior, when 
OSU advanced to the NCAA regionals and finished the year 
with a sparkling 21-8 record. During his career, the 6-foot-
11-inch Williams, unquestionably one of the finest athletes 
ever to play for Ohio State, scored 2,011 points and pulled 
down 1,111 rebounds.

At the end of the 1981 campaign, Williams moved past 
Jerry Lucas as Ohio State’s all-time leading scorer. He 
currently is second in OSU annals, behind Dennis Hopson 
(2,096).

He also is second in career rebounding, behind Lucas 
(1,411). The big center is the only Ohio State player to score 
2,000 points and pull down 1,000 rebounds. 

Williams is the school leader in career field goals made 
with 834 in 114 games. He led Ohio State in rebounding his 
freshman, sophomore and junior years and averaged 9.7 
rebounds during his career.

He also led the Buckeyes in scoring as a junior, with an 
average of 17.6 points per game. He is second all-time in 
career blocked shots with  328. Williams was a first round 
draft choice of the Indiana Pacers. He later played for Dallas 
and ended his playing career with the New York Knicks. He 
spent 15 years playing in the NBA.

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St. John Arena played host to its final 
full season as the home of Ohio State 
basketball in 1997-98 after 42 years. 
Completed in November of 1956 at a 
cost of less than $4 million, the 13,276-
seat structure is named for former OSU 
basketball coach and athletics director, 
L.W. St. John.

The building of St. John Arena ush-
ered in a golden era in Ohio State bas-
ketball. The Buckeyes won the national 
championship in 1960, were runners-up 
the next two years and captured a still 
unequalled five-consecutive Big Ten 
titles between 1960 and 1964.

Ohio State’s record in St. John Arena 
is a glistening 432-151 – a winning per-

centage of .741. Between 1960 and 1964, 
the Buckeyes won 50-consecutive games on their home floor. Ohio State played 
again in St. John during the 2004-05 season, marking the first men’s game played 
in the historic venue since the home finale in 1998. Ohio State played two games 
at St. John during the 2007-08 season, a 90-57 victory over VMI Nov. 25, 2007 
and a 73-56 win vs. California in the 2008 National Invitation Tournament March 
24, 2008. A game vs. Delaware State (W, 70-42) was played Nov. 20, 2008 and 
Ohio State defeated Western Carolina 85-60 Dec. 12, 2010. The most recent 
game was an 89-62 win over Cleveland State Nov. 23, 2018, which was a sellout.   

Since the first game was played in December of 1956 (vs. Butler), more than 
6.74 million fans have witnessed games in St. John Arena. The actual per game 
average is 11,561 in 583 games.

Over the years, the capacity of the arena fluctuated. The original mark of 13,491 
had gone as high as 13,681 and as low as the present figure of 13,276.

Prior to the start of the 1987-88 season, a $1.2 million scoreboard, featuring 
the latest in computer graphics, was installed. At the same time, new corner 
scoreboards and a new lighting system was added. Scoreboard improvements 
also were implemented in 2010.

With the most distant seat only 155 feet from the center circle and no posts 
or obstructions to block the sight lines, storied St. John Arena remains one of 
college basketball’s most respected basketball theaters.

Since the Ohio State men’s and women’s basketball teams moved to Value 
City Arena (Fall of 1998 to present), St. John Arena served as the home of Ohio 
State’s men’s and women’s volleyball, men’s and women’s gymnastics, fencing 
and wrestling teams. Those teams competed for the last time in the historic venue 
in 2019 and now call the Covelli Center (opened Fall of 2019) home.

CREDENTIAL REQUESTS

OhioStateBuckeyes.com/media. Credentials are mailed 
when possible. If time does not permit, credentials will be 
held at the Schottenstein Center at the Media Will Call/Media 
Entrance located through the Stage Door of the loading dock 
on the West side of the facility. Parking is in the west media 
lot near the corner of Fred Taylor and Borror drives. Take the 
stairs down from the media parking lot to the loading dock. 
Credential priority is given to those print and electronic media 
outlets that cover Ohio State or its opponent on a regular 
basis. In order to qualify for a credential, a news agency must 
have a full-time sports director or editor.

WEB SITES
Media credentials are issued only for individuals who are 
affiliated with websites for national or regional television and 
news media organizations, e.g., USA Today online, ESPN.com, 
etc., for institutions that are Big Ten Conference members, 
non-conference opponents and for the Big Ten Conference. 
The Ohio State University reserves the right to deny media 
credentials to any individual whose website is not affiliated 
with an official news gathering organization.

PRACTICE PLANS
Ohio State will practice in the late afternoon during the first 
semester. Practice times are TBA for second semester. All 
practices will be closed.

ROAD REQUESTS
Please direct all credential requests for Ohio State’s 

road/neutral site games to the host school or event’s media 
relations contact.

INTERVIEW POLICY
Head coach Chris Holtmann will be available for interviews with the 
local media at times to be determined on a weekly basis. Out-of-
town media members should contact Dan Wallenberg in the OSU 
Athletics Communications office for interviews with all coaches, 
staff and student-athletes. Ohio State players will be available for 
interviews before practice, typically twice a week. Those days 
will be announced weekly and are based on the game schedule. 
Interviews are held in the Value City Arena interview room off the 
loading dock on the west side of the facility (postgame interview 
room). Interviews of a longer duration with student-athletes may 
be arranged by contacting Athletics Communications. Student-
athletes are instructed not to accept phone calls or participate 
in any interviews off campus.

MEDIA INFORMATION
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COVERING THE GAME
Credentialed members of the media should enter Value City 
Arena through the Stage Door of the loading dock on the west 
side of the facility. Take the stairs down to the dock from the 
parking lot on the west side of the facility (corner of Fred Taylor 
and Borror drives). All seats are assigned. Credentials should 
be displayed around the neck at all times and are for the use 
of the working media only. Photographers also have assigned 
locations. Flash photography is not permitted. Photographers 
are limited to shooting from the assigned locations at court 
level.

A 
member of the Ohio State Athletics Communications staff will 
take requests for players with about five minutes remaining 
at home games. Selected players then will meet with the 
media in the postgame interview room located at west arena 
level near the VCA loading dock, typically before either of 
the head coaches. On the road, selected players will be 
made available outside the Ohio State locker room or in the 
opponent’s designated interview area. At home games, the 
visiting coach will be brought into the media room, located 
at arena level in the northwest corner (loading dock) of VCA, 
following the 10-minute cooling off period. Ohio State head 
coach Chris Holtmann will follow. Holtmann will be available 
in the host school’s designated interview area on the road 
following his postgame radio show. Student-athletes will be 
made available outside the Ohio State locker room after a 
10-minute cooling-off period.

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NOTING THE 2019-20 SCHEDULE...

•	Ohio State will play its first seven games of the season, plus an exhibi-
tion, at home with six at Value City Arena and one at St. John Arena. 
Three of the four non-Big Ten games in December will be played outside 
Columbus (vs. North Carolina in Big Ten/ACC Challenge, vs. Kentucky 
in CBSSports Challenge (Las Vegas) and vs. West Virginia in Cleveland 
Classic).

•	The Buckeyes again will take part in the annual Big Ten/ACC Challenge. 
Ohio State travels to North Carolina this year Dec. 4.

•	Now in its sixth year, Ohio State will again play in the CBSSports Classic. 
The event will take place in Las Vegas this season Dec. 21. The Buckeyes 
take on Kentucky while North Carolina and UCLA play in the second 
game. 

•	Villanova will travel to Ohio State Nov. 13. The game is part of The Gavitt 
Games, which pits members of the Big Ten vs. Big East opponents. 

•	Two Big Ten Conference games will be played in early December after 
the league expanding to a 20-game, regular-season slate in 2018-19. 
Ohio State will play Penn State in Columbus Dec. 7 and travel to Min-
nesota Dec. 15.

•	The annual Big Ten Tournament will be contested in Indianapolis in 
2020, Chicago in 2021 and then back to Indianapolis in 2022. 

•	The Buckeyes will have 18 home games in 2018-19 plus an exhibition 
contest vs. Cedarville Oct. 30.

•	Seven Big Ten teams (Minnesota, Indiana, Michigan, Penn State, Mary-
land, Wisconsin and Nebraska) battle the Buckeyes twice during the 
regular season with three (Illinois, Purdue, Rutgers) traveling only to 
Columbus. Ohio State hits the road to face Iowa, Michigan State and 
Northwestern this year.

•	Two Big Ten Conference games will be played in December. Ohio State 
faces Penn State at home Dec. 7 and then travels to Minnesota Dec. 
15. The Buckeyes are 4-0 in December conference games the last two 
years with wins at Wisconsin and vs. Michigan in 2017 and victories over 
Minnesota in Columbus and Illinois in Chicago in 2018. 

•	Ohio State will play 19 regular-season games against 13 teams that 
advanced to postseason play in 2019. Fifteen games are scheduled 
vs. 2019 NCAA Tournament teams (Maryland-2, Minnesota-2, Michigan 
State-1, Michigan-2, Wisconsin-2, Villanova-1, Purdue-1, Cincinnati-1, 
Iowa-1, Kentucky-1, North Carolina-1) while four contests pit the Buckeyes 
vs. 2019 NIT squads (Indiana-2, Nebraska-2).

•	Every Ohio State game will be televised or streamed. CBS will feature 
the Buckeyes five times, FOX/FS1 will carry eight OSU games, ESPN 
Networks will broadcast nine games with BTN showing 10 games, which 
includes two BTN+ (Cedarville and Purdue Fort Wayne) games.

WHAT IS TERRAZZO?
A unique feature of the Center is the terrazzo (a 
composite of marble or stone chips set in mortar and 
polished) floor anchored by six massive floorscapes 
by artist Alexis Smith. Images came from University 
archives. 8,350 gallons of epoxy were used to secure 
over 5 miles of 1/16” zinc wire strips bent by hand and 
placed over drawn lines. Colors were marked in each 
section (paint-by-number style). 115 tons of aggregates 
(stones, mother of pearl, glass) were mixed. Each 
rotunda took six weeks to complete. 

The John Havelicek floorscape in the Southwest entry 
features the only non-scarlet and gray (blue) terrazzo 
representing the opponent’s jersey. The basketball in 
Havlicek’s hand is 13 feet in diameter. A starter from 
1960-1962, Havlicek accumulated a record of 78-6, 
played in three-consecutive Final Fours, the 1960 
National Championship team and was a 1962 All-
American. After his career with Ohio State, he played 
for the Boston Celtics and ultimately entered the NBA 
Hall of Fame.  
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The Women’s Basketball Club floorscape, in the 
Southeast rotunda shows the uniform styles of the 
early 1900’s. Women’s basketball became a varsity 
sport in 1965. The Averill Roberts (1990-93) terrazzo 
pays tribute to a player that helped take the women’s 
team to the 1993 Final Four. 

Hockey is featured in the floorscape in the Northwest 
rotunda. The player’s face is Benji Wolke (1998), the 
stick depicted belongs to Perry Pooley (1984 All-
American and 1984 Academic All-American) and the 
body is a composite of players from the 1980-1982 
teams. Men’s Ice Hockey became a varsity sport in 
1963-1964; and advanced to the NCAA Frozen Four in 
1998. The floor around the hockey player contains a 
high percentage of Mother-of-Pearl chips that cause 
it to sparkle like ice.

The inclusion of basketball and hockey in the 
terazzo floorscapes makes sense, but why baseball? 
Baseball was the FIRST varsity sport at The Ohio State 
University and the image depicted in the Northeast 
rotunda of the 1890 baseball team actually features 
Buckeye basketball coach Fred Taylor, who played 
first base for the Buckeyes and became Ohio State’s 
first All-American baseball player in 1950.

SCHOTT FUN FACTS

•	 The Jerome Schottenstein Center is the largest 
arena in the Big Ten and one of the largest 
capacity university arenas in the world - 17,500 for 
hockey, 19,049 for basketball and up to 21,000 for 
concerts.

•	 The Schott averages over one million guests 
every year

•	 If filled with Coca-Cola, the arena would hold 
133,187,970 gallons. / 17,714,000 basketballs.

•	 The Jerome Schottenstein Center measures more 
than 770,000 square feet (St. John Arena would 
fit inside more than twice.)

•	 The designers of the Schottenstein Center were 
Curt Moody (Moody/Nolan Ltd.), a former walk-on 
OSU basketball player, lettering in 1971, ’72 and 
’73, and Sink Combers Dethlefs of Denver.

•	 The arena can be converted from hockey 
to basketball in about 4-5 hours, and from 
basketball to hockey in 3.5-4.5 hours.
