The Saturday, Oc-
tober 17 match begins at 7:00 p.m.  The 49ers seek to 
defend their 2014 championship, accomplished with a 
unblemished 16-0 record and the 13th overall title in 
program history.  The Matadors regularly have finished 
among the upper echelon in the Big West standings, in-
cluding a share of the championship two seasons ago.

Big West In The Top 25:  With an impressive 3-0 
mark last week at its own Chevron Rainbow Wahine 
Invitational, which included two sweeps, the University of 
Hawai’i moved up one spot in the AVCA Top 25 poll to sit 
17th with 648 points.
