Toth In The Top 10

Cal Poly senior Kyle Toth is one of the nation’s top
three-point shooters. The guard ranks No. 8 in three-
point field goal percentage (.545), as he has made 30
of his 55 attempts from distance. Toth already has
three games this season in which he has drained five
treys —atArizona State, Bethesda University and Texas
A&M-Corpus Christi.

Home Vs. Away

The benefits of playing at home and the difficulty of win-
ning on the road have been spelled out starkly during
non-conference play. Big West teams are a solid 23-8
at home, but have struggled to a 4-31 record in true
road games. On neutral courts, the conference is 3-15.

The Future Is Here

UC Irvine has received nearly 50 percent of its total of-
fense (339 of 680 points) from seven freshmen. Guard
Eyassu Worku is the team’s third-leading scorer (7.5
ppg), followed in succession by Max Hazzard (6.8),
Tommy Rutherford (6.5) and Evan Leonard (4.5). Haz-
zard, a redshirt freshman, has started all 11 games,
helping the Anteaters to a 5-6 record.

Vincent Nears Top 10 In Threes

Gabe Vincent, who has drained nine threes over the
last two games, ranks No. 5 in the Big West in total
threes made with 20. The UC Santa Barbara junior
now has 157 made threes for his career, putting him
within range of the school’s top-10. He’s only six away
from tying Branduinn Fullove (163, 2000-04) for No.
10 on the chart.

Evan Payne averaged 21.5 points over two games to help
Long Beach State to a 1-1 split and earn Big West Men'’s
Basketball Player of the Week honors.

The 6-1 guard led all scorers with 17 points in a 75-66
home win over Pepperdine on Wednesday, hitting three
three-pointers. He added two rebounds, an assist and a
steal.

Payne also functioned as the primary defender on Lamond
Murray, the leading scorer for the Waves at 22.8 points
per game. Payne helped hold Murray to 16 points, nearly
seven below his average.

On Saturday, Payne nearly spearheaded an upset on the
road against Texas, scoring 26 points and tying a school
record with eight three-pointers.

Payne’s scoring outburst helped the Beach lead for nearly
30 minutes of the contest, but they fell just short by a 71-
65 margin.

Payne added five rebounds and finished 8-o0f-14 from dis-
tance.

For the week, he shot 52.4 percent (11-0f-21) from three-
pointrange. He ranks No. 4 in the Big West in three-point-
ers made per game (2.2).

LOU HENSON AWARD WATCH LIST

Juniors Justin Bibbins of Long Beach State and Gabe Vincent of UC Santa Barbara represent the Big West on the 50-player
Lou Henson Award Preseason Watch List, as announced by online publication Collegelnsider.com. The two guards are up
for the award presented annually to the nation’s top mid-major player. Bibbins, a second team all-conference pick last year,
registered 164 assists for the third-highest single-season total in 49er history. Vincent, who earned All-Big West Honorable
Mention praise, knocked down 80 three-pointers to rank No. 2 on the Gaucho single-season chart.

LONG BEACH STATE EARNS MEDIA NOD

With 203 points and 19 first-place votes, Long Beach State was the choice of the media to win the 2016-17 Big West men’s
basketball regular season title. Head coach Dan Monson’s 49ers, which return three starters and eight letterwinners from
last season’s 20-15 club, was cast in the favorite’s role for the first time since the 2012-13 season. In addition to returning
Bibbins, LBSU also welcomes back junior forward Gabe Levin, an honorable mention all-conference selection who averaged
9.5 points and 6.1 rebounds per game. Once again, LBSU faces one of the nation’s toughest non-conference schedules
with road games against the likes of Wichita State, North Carolina, Louisville, UCLA, Washington, Kansas and Texas.

FORMER BIG WEST PLAYERS IN THE NBA

There are currently three former Big West players on NBA rosters. Former Cal State Fullerton star Bobby Brown started
his career with the Sacramento Kings (2008-09) before ensuing stints with the Minnesota Timberwolves (2009), New
Orleans Hornets (2009-10) and Los Angeles Clippers (2010). After playing several years overseas, Brown returned to
the NBA and signed this season with the Houston Rockets. Brown was the 2004 Big West Freshman of the Year and a
two-time first team all-conference selection. His 1,961 career points rank ninth in Big West history. Former Long Beach
State standout and 2013 Big West Player of the Year James Ennis was a second round pick (No. 50 overall) by the
Atlanta Hawks in the 2013 NBA draft, and his rights were subsequently traded to the Miami Heat. He began playing for
the Heat in 2014-15 and was traded to the Memphis Grizzlies at the start of the 2015-16 season. An Associated Press
All-American Honorable Mention selection his senior year at LBSU, he landed on the New Orleans Pelicans for the latter
half of 2015-16, and this past offseason signed a two-year contract with Memphis for a second stint with the club. Alan
Williams, the 2014 Big West Player of the Year with UC Santa Barbara and the league’s No. 2 career rebounding leader
(1,125), signed a 10-day contract with the Phoenix Suns toward the end of the 2015-16 season, and had contract for the
2016-17 season fully guaranteed by the Suns in September.

WILLIAMS, MONSON AMONG WINNINGEST COACHES IN BIG WEST HISTORY

UC Santa Barbara’s Bob Williams and Long Beach State’s Dan Monson are the two current longest-tenured and winningest
head coaches in Big West history. Williams became only the third coach in conference history to reach the 300-win mark
when the Gauchos won at UC Riverside on Feb. 18, 2016. He joined Bob Thomason (436 at Pacific) and Jerry Tarkanian
(405 at Long Beach State and UNLV) in the exclusive club. Williams, in his 19th season at the helm of the Gauchos, is
also third with 181 wins in Big West play. In his 10th season, Dan Monson has compiled 157 wins at Long Beach State,
which places him for 11th all-time in Big West annals. Monson is seven victories shy of entering the top 10. The No. 10
spot is currently anchored by UC Irvine’s Bill Mulligan (163, 1981-91). On the conference wins list, Monson is 96-50 all-
time, needing four more victories to become just the seventh coach to reach 100.
