The 2nd Annual Sonoma County Barrel Auction opened to much success and
closed out with the same amount of applause. Raising $693,800 with 75 unique
wine lots... Not too shabby.

Let's go back to where it all started...

tasted by a group of masters of wine as
well as many master sommeliers, wine
lots that were offered were from 16 of
the 17 appellations located in Sonoma.
The average size of a lot was five
cases, though some lots included 10 or
20 cases, which are equal to close to

a full barrel of wine.

The growers were able to show off their select wines, some of which included
winemakers teaming up.

More than 250 members of wine trade
and media which included restaurant
and distributor buyers and small to
medium sized wine stores attended the
3 day event.

The buyers, representing various
retailers, had a ungiue chance to
purchase one or more of these
select... not yet bottled lots.

Last years inaugural event resulted in a
total of $461.700 in total auction
earnings. iy
